These were later identified. by he Air
Force as. being Mars and two brlght stars,
however, a check revealed that nelthc.r .
iMars nor the two stars named were: VJ.Slble
at that time. :

Dr. Stranges first became interested
in UFO's in 1945 when a pilct friend told
him of sighting three dish shaped objects
can a collision course with his plane
during the war. The pilot's story was
-verified by other members of his group.

For what it is worth--Dr. Stranges
has written a ncw book, THE STRANGER AT
THE PENTAGON, a:out a native of Venus who
has been working at the Pcentagon since
1959. This sounds like science fiction
to ye editor, but the author insists the
bock -is- factual.
