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CHAPTER ONE

THE SECRET LOVER

Each of ns has a Secret Lover; a lover who awaits just
behind the erotic images that flood our mmds during
sexual arousal or in sleep; a dream lover whe disguises
as the individuals with whom we fall in love; an ideal
lover who has adored us since the beginning of our
individual existence and who will never abandon us
until the instant we merge our being in absolutc
Godhead.

We momentarily feel the embrace of our Secret
Lover in the ecstasy of orgasm and in mements of rap-
ture when the beaury of music or dance or visual arc or
nature OVEICoMe us.

Whenever we experience a “broken heart™ it is often
because another individual has nut lived up to the per-
faction of our Secret Lover. The reason sexual experi-
ences arge often better in the magination or memory
than in actuality is because it 1s in the imagination that
the Secret Lover is nearest to us. Personal relationships
will ahways be soimewhat disappoeinting to us because in
teuth there can never be a relationship that matches the
one we already have with our Secret Lover. It is the
secret standard by which everything else is measured.
The irony is that most of us are not aware of our
relationship with our Secret Lover,

Surrender to this Secret Lover is a central theme of
most every religion yet the doctrines and pracrices of
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the world’s so-called “great religions™ tend ta dilute,
deflect and deter the individual from the genuine per-
sonal experience.

Moreover the religious establishments have unceas-
ingly striven to convince thewr congregations that this
most prvate of all religious evenes i1s not a personal
experience at all but an ambiguous and incemprehen-
sible cccurrence to be publicly affirmed and validated
by the priestcrafr. They, in turn, allow you to partic-
ipate vicariously with them in a pantomime of the
sacred marriage.

It is especially ironic that the myrthical life of Christ
exermplifies in word and deed the central secrer of this
divioe relationslup, Many passages of the New
Testament and the newly discovered Gnmostic texts
clearly reveal that the Christ is a projected image of a
level of consciousness achicvable to all. And until this
is experienced, wntil we have become one with Him,
subsequent higher levels of conscicusness will he
unattainable.

Try as it might, the church has found it Impossikle to
completely obscure this most sacred truth from the
hearts of devoted individuals. The Ecstasies of the Nun
Gertrude and 5t. Teresa are unmistakable examples of
sexual surrender to the divine lover. It was only
because of their religious and cultural environment that
the 1mage of their Jover was that of Christ. Had Teresa
been Hindu her lover may have been Krishna, Vishnu
or any number of deities of devonion.

It 15 profoundly unfortunate that the forces of orga-
nized religion demand that, as prerequisite to uniting
with the divine lover, the faithful must subscribe to the
maost ridiculous collection of dogmas and absurdities.
Myths turned mto lies, hies turned into laws and adher-
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ence to the laws has replaced the personal experience
of the Myth.

Is it any wonder that the modern mind has rejected
such spiritual self abuse? But isn’t it sad that in doing
so the “baby” of truth has been thrown out with the
“bath-water” of primitive superstition.

The pages of history are red with the blood of illu-
minated “saints” who were murdered by their religions
for actually achieving the advertised spirirual rewards.

[n Western Hermeticism this Spiritual Lover is called
the “Higher Genius,” “Adonai” or the “Master
Within.” In the language of ceremonial magick ir is

“. called “The Holy Guardian Angel” and the union of

the magician with this Spiritual Being is called the
Knowledge and Conversation of the Holy Guardian
Angel.

The_KHowfedge and Conrversation of the Holy
Guardian Angel s the primary goal of the ceremonial
magician and must be achieved before any ather mean-
ingful magical acts can be accomplished. The Holy
Guardian Angel (The Secret Lover} will be the magi-
cian’s teacher, lover, mentor and guide through the
higher levels of initiation,

 Whether one considers oneself a ceremonial magi-
cian or not the fact remains thar the above eXperience,
no matter what it is called, is a prerequisire for com-
plete spiritual liberation,

CHAPTER TWO

THL WILL TO SURRCNDER
AND THE WILL TQ SELE-MASTERY

The will toward self mastery and the will to
surrender are the head and tad of the same snake.

Ta sucrender o love is one of the most misunderstood
expericnees 1o hurnan existence.

[ncuitively we all know that to love and be loved is
hoth the spark and fuel of iife. But how does a mortal
surrender to love when fear 15 so pervasive 1 our lives?
Without love life feels empty and meaningless. It is
unforcunate but true that most of life’s misery is caused
by our inablity to surrender to love. In a desperate
atcernpe o fill this void people become addicted to
alcohol, [ood, sex, endless affairs, fane, loriune and, of
course, drugs.

Frequently the use of love substitures is noc sinply
an attempt to deaden pain burt is also an ateempt to
bridge the gap of separatencss and join with the
Beloved. In Western Civilizanion the preoccupation
with these “substitutes™ 15 “proef” that cur society
duesn’t really concern itself with love and surrender. In
fact much of Western psychology regards the desire to
waite with the Beloved as pathological, In the West,
love 15 simply licensed like a car.

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SURRENDER IS NAUGHT

Omne of the primary obstacles to surrendering i3 the
mistaken belief that you can actually “lose” yourself.
This fear is based on a deep primal fecling that to love
and be loved is a form of “cannibalism.”

The desire to consume the love chject and thereby
metge with the beloved has been a romantic image that
pocts and lovers throughont ages have struggled with.

Though the boundaries of the individual must neces-
sarily fade away there is no way in the world that you
can losc your Self. Your true Self is hard wired in and
even if it were possible to lose one’s self or be possessed
it would have to be the result of one’s true will,

One real danger in love relationships is that most
people secretly believe that they must control the love
object in order to feel safe in loving and being loved.
The cause of this is simple—<children are made to feel
that they must “give themselves up” if cthey are to be
loved. Thus, for most humans the act of suerender has
meant the loss of autonomy or worse—loss of one's
own mind.

Surrender is neither contrel or morbid dependency
and cannot be made contingent upon giving away one’s
“soul”; nonetheless, the person surtendering opens
completely to the moment, and runs the risk of being
deeply hurt. Sadly, in our society this is not uncommon
and frequently serves to harden or embitter a person
toward life in general. Or, on the other hand being
deeply hurt in the act of surrender can lead to angry
and painful “cries for help.,” When this cccurs there is
an insatiable and wrathful desire to be cared for as a
child is cared for and the horrid fear of loss of inde-
pendence,
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Similar to the mnate will for self mastery, the wiff to
surrender has been exploited by religion, government
and even the family. Far too frequently when linde
children surrender to their parents they are humiliated,
shamed or even worse. When they become adults they,
in turn, do the same o their children.

Radio and tclevision are constantly attempting te
exploit the desperate need for Jove, In their perverse
forms of “entertainment” they create hysteria, foster
the anti-life morality of collectivism and sell “pornog-
raphy” as love,

They peddle their perverted ideas of romantic love
and sexual union as ecstasy but their hat currency
cannot fill the hearts and loins of their viewers. The
world still yearns for a love which few of us know,
And this lave is beyond anything any one individual
can satisfy, yet at the same time this love can only be
actualized through the love of another living person.

Much of psychopathology and many physical
aitments are the result of the inability of the individual
to surrender, to let go completely...to merge momen-
tarily; be 1t with a person, divinity or one’s own “secret
lover.” This is one purpose of this book, to help you
discover your wilf to surrender.

Maost so-called “sexual perversions” are azbortive
attemnpts at love and surrender. This is particularly true
11 “sadomasochistic” relanienships where the inability
to voluntarily surrender is dramatically “overcome.” In
fact many so-called pathological or perverse individuals
are closer to understanding the true need for surrender
and the willingness ro expericnce it than those consid-
ered “normal™ by society. The association of pain,
bondage or brutality to love is not happenstancial. The
facts are that in our culture love has been so inter-
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twined with pain and loss that the so-called
“pathological” are often simply expressing the truth of
how love really foels. They express a greater degree of
honesty than the “average” person who n fact can
express nothing abourt love and surrender.

Many murders and suicides have at their foundation
the frustrated will fo survender, These violent acts are
often attempts to be released from the hardened
houndaries of one’s private hell—to fecl union with the
“Other” or the Universe. The assassin of John [ennon
is an example of a pathological attempt to merge with
the beloved through the act of murder.

Most people feel unable to surrender or be o the
presence of someone who is surrendering becauschﬁf
the pain it brings to the surface. They feel the pounding
fotee of life pushing through their skin and they are
horrified of losing what sense of autonomy they do
have.

Often people who cannot surrender place themselves
in situations which force defear—a pseudo-surrender.
Failure of this type is often “caused™ by the person
himself in a despcrate attempt to consolidate diffuse
feelings of anxiecy.

In the afterglow of failure they allow themselves to
indulge temporarily in an illusion of surrender. They
can let go, but only in a sham fashion. This provides
some sense of relief from the obsessive feeling of having
to hold on to their tenuous sense of autonomy.

People who require strict bounds of individuality
(guardedness) are usually the least capable of surren-
dering. Tndividuals firm within their autonemy are
more capable of surrendering. This is identical to the
notion that one must actually have a viable ego before
one is qualified to lose it.

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Those who have had their primal sense of autonomy
severely impaired by an environment which stressed
chronic self-defense to maintain their autonomy are all
but incapable of surrender, Their sense of autonomy 1s
50 fragile, held together by pain and suspicion, that the
idea of surrender brings forth intense feelings of shame,
anxiety and guilt. Thus, they arc incapable of giving
love or receiving it. Their habitual defensive posturc,
learned when they were too vulnerable for differenti-
ated defense, makes it next to impossible for them to
drop their guard long enough for love to come n or for
love to come out. [ronically, individuals such as these
are often those who talk the most about love yet treat
their relationships as an endless chain-reaction of

_negotiations centering arvund the issue of control.

The entire idea of “control,™ in this context, contra-
dicts the result people believe “control” might yield-—
self-mastery. Here control means “conrrol™ of anxiety,
smallness and the feeling of falling apart which an
impaired sense of autenomy has created.

These fears and maneuvers are unfounded and
unnecessary, once the persnn realizes that in reality
they can only truly surrender to their Secret Lover. This
act of surrender can do nothing but add to one’s
autonomy and power, but it is important to keep in
mingd that the benefits brought about by love are
always a consequence, a result of surrender, and never
the reason for surrendering. L'he need to surrender is
“cansed” by life fulfilling itself. Surrendering is a neces-
sary expcrience for complete living and the will 2o
surrender is the ultimate realization of this fact.

Giving love, being tender, showing compassion are
as necessary as recelving them: none are a moralicy,
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They can not be legislated. They can not be enforced.
They are a result, not a cause, of complete surrender.

MAGICK & MYSTICISM: A FALSE DIVISION

The concept of surrender has become so distorted that
many believe that “surrendering” is in opposition to
power, s¢X and self-mastery. This is one of the preatese
Lies.

Exposing this lic is another important pownt of this
baok—scli-mastery is not possible witheut surrender.
This issue can not be overemphasized. Magic and
Mysticism—The Will To Self-Mastery and The Will To
Surrender are two sides of the same comn. As 1t 1s often
the case, pseude Mystics see Magicians as power hun-
gry individuals uninterested 1o love. These “mystcs™
see themselves in the service of love and humanicy. In
fact their attempt at superiority by appealing to those
whao can neither love or use power 1s proof of their lack
of both, They are guilty of the greatest megalomaniacal
maneuver—believing that they can love while all the
time seeking esteem and power often by the most cow-
ardly means, The “mystic” as described here has
shrouded himself in the prophylactic of spiritual pride.
You can almost rest assured that in his case—nothing
will get 1n and nothing will get our. As people in the
West are so suspicious of Magick little has to be said
about the “false™ Magician. He is already theught of as
an cgotist. Yet, it is the Magician more than the Mystic
who knows that when power or love are taken to their
extreme they become one.

Otren chis false distinction berween magick and mys-
ticism gives nse to strong prejudices against praceices
such as sex magick or the “Tantra of the Left Handed
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Path.” These practices have bad reputations because
they teach surrender and sclf-mastery, In other words,
they tcach love and power and not simply love or
power. The idea of love ard power is very disturbing to
both those who require external controls ro feal safe
a:uld to those who desire nothing more than te control
others,

THE HEART OF THE MASTER

It 18 more than a colorful figure of speech 1o say thar
true surrender rakes place in one’s heart. The Anzhata
{(Heart} Chakra of the Hindu system is traditionally
opened in the act of divine surrender and the parallel
experience in the Western tradition, the Knowledge
and Conversation of the Holy Guardian Angel, is an
expericnce of Tiphareth (the Qabalistic Sephirah corre-
sponding to the heart Chaira),

It is from the Anahata Chakra, the “home” of the
Secret Lover, thar each individual finds their own true
will and purpose in this life,

In order to know your true will, [to be the master) to
“light up” with the divine, you must first surrender.
The importance of knowing your true will is beautifully
conveyed by Sufi Master Hazrar Inayar Khan:

However unhappy a man may be, the moment he
knows the purpose of his life a switch is turned and
the light is an... If he has to strive afeer that purpose
all his life, he does not mind so long as he knows
what the purpose is. Ten such people have much
greater power than a thousand peaple working from
maorning fill evening not knowing the purpose of

their life.

The power of surrender is divinely expressed by a
description of one of the many samadhic experiences of
the great mystic, 5ri Ramaknshna:

...He explained that it was impossible to express in
language the ecstasy of divine communion whee the
human saul loses itself in the contemplation of the
Deity. Then he looked at some of the faces around
him and speke at length on the indications of char-
acter by physiognomy, Every feature of the human
face was expressive of some particular trait of char-
acter... And so the marveluons monaologue went on
until the Paramahansa began to speak of the
Nirakara {formless Brahman)... He reprated the
word Nirakara two or three tines and then quiethy
passed into samadhi, as the diver slips into the fath-
omless deep.

.. We nrently watched Ramakrishna Parama-
hansa’s samadhi. The whole body relaxed and then
became sliphtly rigid. There was no twitching of the
museles or nerves, no movement of any limb... The
lips were parted in a beatific and indescribable smile,
disclosing the gleam of the white teeth. There was
something it that wonderful smile which no photo-
graph was ever able ro reproduce... As the music
swelled in volome the Paramahansa opened his eyes
and locked around him as if he were in a strange
place. The music stopped. The Paramahansa looked
at us and asked. “Whao are these people?” Then he
slapped the top of his head vigorously and cried: ‘Go
‘down, go Jdown?

Something similar to this happened to the famed
Western Mage Israel Regardie. During the time that
Dr. Regardie and Dr. Hyatt were putting the finishing
touches on Regardie's Complete Gotden Dawn System
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of Magic, (Falcon Press, 1985) he went to his usual
chair and had a few cocktails. He excused himself and
went to his room, We didn’t hear a sound from him for
an hour or more, Suddenly, we heard a shout, a yell in
Hebrew; he was talking to his Holy Guardian Angel.
We looked in on him; he was having a conversation
with his Hely Guardian Angel, asking “him” to use
him (Regardie} in anyway he saw fit just so long as
“he™ uscd him. Regardie was in an ecstatic srate. He
looked as if he had “left this world,” almaost angelic. A
few moments later, he “awoke™ and was told what had
happened. He replied, in awe and amazement, “1 have
no memory of it. This is the first time thac (it} ever
happened to me that way.” Later, he would say:

This should happen more often te those in the
Western Tradition, bur they are teo blocked, too
much in the head. Instead of wacking, they ralk too
mmnch .. too worried about attribucions .. morality
... CIC... without living them. {Laughter)

One way that we i the West can understand cur ahil-
ity {or inability} to achieve this type of surrender is by
utilizing the archetypal images of our own psyche. The
images of the Tarot have, for centuries, allowed the
diligent seeker an opportunity to “eaves drop” on the
pictorial language of the subconscious mind.

These images can also help us underscand and
formulate our will to surrender to the Secret Lover. We
will explore the Tarot next before we continue with the
search for our Secret Lover.
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CHAPTLER THRLE

THE HOLY GUARDIAN ANGEL
AND THE TULTIMATE DIVINATION

Tarot authoritics have long maintained that Tarot
divinaton is best applied to questions of a mundane
nature. “Does he or she love me?™ “Will I get that new
job2” What will be my fortune for the coming year?”

It has been argued that the Mercurial narure of the
Tarot makes it easy for the querent to be deluded by
wishful thinking, Afeer all, wasn't Mercury the God of
thieves and Lars? Didn't he trick the Gods by telling
them the truth with lies and then turn arcund and lie to
them by telling the truch? Can we really trust this
systerm ta give us serious answers to life’s most impor-
tant questions?

QOur answer 15 yes. But in order to receive such sig-
nificant answers we must contact a spiritual intelligence
of a profoundly higher order than those usnally associ-
ated with Tarot divination. This “being” is far more
important to us than any Goetic, Planetary or
Elemental spirit for it is closer to us than our family,
friends or lovers. It 15 an intelhgence who knows us
better than we think we know ourselves. And the
primary purpose of this book is to help you coatact
your Secret Lover because it is only by doing so that
you will ever be able to discover the answer to the

greatest question of all. “What is the true purpose of
my lifes™

Obviously to receive the answer to such a prefound
guestion demands a greater-effore and a higher level of
sensitivity than ir takes to simply visit a fortune teller.
You must be prepared mentally, physically and psychi-
cally to recognize the answer when you see 1it. In this
labor vou have only yourself ro work with, Natural
ahilities that are presently “slecping”™ within you must
be awakened, develaped and then fine tuned.

You have most likely come to the conclusion that
no one else can do this work for you otherwise you
would not be reading this hook. So if you are ready,
roll up your sleeves, “...for if ve take but one stefy in
this Path, ye must arrive inevitably at the end thereof.”

SEEING BEHIND THE SCENES OF EXISTENCE

Let us start with your psychic development.

Exactly what are psychic powers? Simply put,
psychic powcrs arc the ability to laok behind the obwvi-
ous, to see an underlying reality. For example, lnoking
at a computer or television screen provides you with no
clue as to whar is going on *behind the screen.” Yet we
all know that something is indeed going on. This
“underlying reality™ behind the obvicus is as real as the
picture and contains important and powerful informa-
tion. It tells yvou about the secret workings of the
device.

If you want to tap this inner information behind the
screen you need to acquire techmical knowledge or
develop a program to make the data visible. You must
acquire the tools to unlock your natural powers and
allow you to know and understand your destiny and
purpose in this hfe.

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The obvious question arises as to whether everyone
has the power to “look behind rhe screen.” The answer
15 yes, but as no two people are exactly alike, each of
us have different abilities and handicaps. These psychic
handicaps act as filters that prevent us from seeing
behind the screen. it is ironic to discover that we have
erected and installed these filters ourselves, We have
been raught from earliest childhood not te “see™ and
more importantly not to listen to our inner Lover.

There is, however, a silver lining to this act of
psychic sel F—hlmdmg The fact that we have done it to
ourselves means the filters are not “hard wired™ in. If
we can learn #0f to see or hear then we can also learn
how to see and hear again. In fact, what most psychol-
ogists or psychiatrists call insanity may be, in some
cases, simply a premature or uncontrolled lifting of the
filters. Some individuals considered insane may be
those who have simply had a vision or heard the voice
of their Secret Lover and then told the wrong person
about it.

Eack eulttre, religion and society teaches us not to
see or to pay aitention to our psychic senses. In this
way they can clatm to see and bear for us.

THE GREATEST GIFTS ARE ALWAYS TABCOO

The development of one's power has always been a
taboo. This frightening fact is parricularly true in
Western cultures where a priestcraft has traditionally
been regarded as the intermediary between man and
his Gods. When you possess your own Psychic powers
and knowledge of your Secret Lover, the need for
intermediaries vanish, Thus, even today, there exists
strong prohibitions against developing or using your

own powers, This is particularly evident in the modern
Evangelical Christian movemeni which maintains that
al] paranormal or psychic phenomena, other than those
chronicled in the Bible, are of Satan and designed to
lure the unfortunate seer to eternal terment, Vigilance
for such inferna) influences extends even to those indi-
viduals and groups which believe 1n personal freedom
and the responsible use of personal power.

BLESSED TRAUMA

As a way to remove the filters and help us develop our
powers the Universe has conspired to slap us out of our
slumber. These “...thousand natural shocks that flesh
is heir to...” arc painful experiences thar force us to
wake up. Many afp vou who are reading this book right
now are doing so because the gods have somehow
shaken you awake from the slecp of the masses.

While these “shocks™ are necessary and provide us
with the impetus to explore ourselves further, without
developmental tools and cxercises we are likely to fall
back to sleep again. The Tarot is one such tool consist-
ing of powerful images which, when used properly, can

wake you from the slumber of happenstance,

KNOW THYSELF

Simply stated, the Tarot 15 a set of seventy-eight images
symbolizing archetypal forces, personalities and situa-
tions. Every conceivable situation, interaction and
combination are available for study and contempla-
tion. As Tarot images are pictorial and most often
vividly colored, they pleasantly and pawnlessly stimulate
the human psyche.
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Many consider the Tarotr to be the visual spiritual
equivalent of an encyclopedia of man’s collected
knowledge. Some go so far as to say that if a person
were locked away with nothing bur the Tarot to study,
every secret in the Universe would eventually be
revealed.

In our view, the study of the Tarot, combined with
ritualized preparation for divipation, can yield pro-
found insights into the Nature of Self and help us to
initiate direct conversation and knowledge of our
Secret Lover,

ORIGINS OF THE ANCIENT TAROT SYMBOLS

Many stories have evolved concerning the origins both
in time and place of these ancient symbols, Scme
boldly claim that che Tarot was created simultaneous
with the creation of the Universe. Ochers have main-
tained that the priests of Serapis in Alexandria Egypt
synthesized thewr knowledge and mysteries in a picture
book. This they used to overcome the language barrier
that frustrated the many foreign students who came to
themn for initiation and insttuction.

By tradition the Tarot is the picture Book (3f Thoth,
the Egyptian God of wisdom who raught mankind
language and writimg. The Greeks worshipped Thoth
as Hermes, the messenger of the Gods and to this day
the Tarot and the related branches of Western mysti-
cism are referred to as the “Hermeuc Sciences.” The
Romans, in turn, cransformed Hermes into the swift-
foored, trickster Mercury, the messenger of the Gods.

The most colorful theories of the origin of the Tarat
cannot be subsrantiated bur there are two points most
modern Taroi authonties agree upon;
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1. The Tarot cards were introduced into Europe in
the Middle Ages possibly by returning Crusaders, or
the mysterious Knights Templar.

2. There seems to be a direct relationship with the
hranch of Hebrew mysticism known as Qabalah, The
details and the practical application of this relationship
was, until the 19¢h century, transmitred orally and pro-
tecred from the prafane by oaths of strictest secrecy.

But regardless of what is true about the origin of the
Taror symbols, the fact remains thae they are powerful
sychic stimulants that if used properly awaken the
psyche and allow the Sccrer Lover to direct us in find-
ingr our True Will.

| have been a student of the Tarot since 1964, when
at the age of twenty one I mer an elderly lady who
mtroduced me to it.

She had come to apply for the job of baby-sitcer for
my new born son Michael, After a few wecks she took
me into her confidence and showed me her persenal
Tarot deck. It was hand painted with brilliant colors
and was a bit larger than the store-bought maodel which
she also showed me. She gave mie lessons in the Tarot
and then suddenly once day disappeared never to be
seen by me again.

Since that time I have found that the Tarot, if used
correctly and with great respect, can help remove the
fiters nf the mind and help awaken us to the Secret
Lover within.

This can be accomplished by performing a special
divinatory procedure. The Ultimate Divination requires
the same level of skill and preparation as an athlete
whe is preparing for a championship game.
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Theretore, we highly recommend that you study
what follows carefully, cven if you already know a
great deal about the Tarot and Divination, Some of che
symbols derived from the Ultimnate Divination will later
be used in helping vou contact and communicate with
your Secret Lover.
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CHAPTER FOUR

THE DANCE O EVOLUTION: DNA-HGA

Each of us is a bio-electro- magneuc energy field. Our
whole being 15 in unceasing joyous motion of DNA
pertecting and experiencing itsclf. We move in a con-
stant psyu.hﬂ—phyaua]-apmtual dance of evolution.

Unfortunately the majority af us are completely
unaware of this dynamic and evolving narure and so
cammot begin to understand cur true purpose in life,

Again, if we are self-aware encugh to make cxcuscs,
we can blame influences within our culture and those
who would enslave us for making us unaware of our
own Karmic importance. But once we have begun 1o
awaken to our potentality we have no one but our-
selves to blame i we allow ourselves 1o be “put to
sleep™ again.

The Universe iz incomplete and everything in it is
imperfect and in a dynamic process of completion.
Each unit of existence {whether you and I consider it a
“living” cntity or nat) is an organ of a unificd Body of
energy. As such, each organ has its own evolutmnar}r
history and 15 an integral part of both the past, present
and future,

If we could identify with the evolving DNA of the
Universe, instead of seeing ourselves from the point of
view of our Egos, our names, our professions, we
would have a far more accurate understanding of what
Karina really is. We are active, growing, organic partic-
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ipanits in the Body of the Universe not simply character
actors in a morality play of our “personal” ego.

Whether we are aware of it or not each of us 1s
already tuned to specific energy bands or frequencies of
the One Life. Once we learn to fine-mine ourselves and
harmonize our personal frequencies with the umiversal
frequencies we come into direct awareness of our con-
tact with the rest of the cosmos. A good example is
that of a runing fork that, once struck and ser to vibrat-
ing can cause other tuning forks of like notes, even
many octaves apart, to start vibrating, The universe is
vibrating just fine. But our “tuning forks” are covered
with so much “rust” {that has built up over countless
generations of unemployment), that our sympathetic
vibrations are at best mutfled echoes.

Many people are unhappy and depressed because hife
seems empty and meaningless. They fear thar they are
not secving any purpose beyond some gross abstraction
or biological necessity. They refuse to allow themselves
to become mad and chereby insure thar madness of the
most mediocre varicty will mamfest.

Realization of the need to know what parc we are
plaving in the Evoluiion of the Divine Body can eccur
anytime during one's life. In fact it can occur many
times, but it surfaces most often during the latter half
of life as we free ourselves from both olagical and
cultural imperatives,

Even then, most people satisfy themselves with the
explanation their family, culture and religion provide
as to their true will and purpose in life. However, there
are others who require a deeper and more significant
understanding and eventually realize that the answets
must come from themselves.
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For these individuals this book provides a means of
knowing and understanding your relationship with
your Sccret Lover. By having this information at hand
the serious student of life can begin to take a more
active and consciaus part in his/her evelution.

YOUR TAROT SYMBOLS

Your personal Tarot symbols represent the karmic
momentum and tendencies you were born with and
must contend with from birth throughout your life-
time. It is of primary impartance to work with these
symbols first as they serve to define you and pmpomt
your relative position in the grand scheme of things.
They will set the stage for what is to come and enable
you to ask the question, “Now that I know whe I am,
what do [ want 1o be?”

As in casring an astrological horoscope, your per-
sanal Tarot symbols arc determined by your birth-date
and can, if analyzed further, be amended and modified
by the datc of conception. But for aur purposes we will
concentrate on the birth-date as it represents your entry
upon the time-space stage and your inifiation as a
unigue character actor in this particular cosmic drama.

Unlike an astrological chart howuver, the Tarot
symbals of your birth are pictorial and thus have a far
greater lmpact on your conscious and unconscious
mind. For example, no matrer how many essays and
criticisms you may read detailing the attribures of the
Mona Lisa nothing could provide you with the same
subjective, spiritual experience as simply looking at the
pamcting itself.

It is no accident that the individual cards of the
Tazot are referred to as “Keys™ for that is exactly whart
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they are. Even the most superficial meditation upon the
symbols has been known to trigger significant changes
in dream patterns and powers of imagination and con-
centration. laror symbols serve the purpose of stimu-
lating your personal psychic powers and allow your
conscious personality to become directly involved with
your Karmic-srowth.

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CHAPTER SIX

THE QABALAH, THE TREE OF LIFE.
AND THE TAROT

Know first that the branch of Hebrew mysticism
known as the Qabalah has, by tradition, existed since
pre-historic times—and chat there continves to this day
groups of devout, Jewish scholar-mystics who have
dedicated their lives to the study of the Scriptures and
the “Qabalistic” interpretation of the same.

These (Jabalists have very little interest in {or respect
for) the Western Magical or Hermetic applications of
(Jabalah that developed dunng the Italian Renaissance
and crystallized magnificently in the latter half of the
Nineteenth Century in the teachings of the Hermeric
Order of the Golden Dawn. With all due respect to our
orthodox Qabalistic brothers, it is this “Western”
systern we are referring to when we use the word
Qabalah and which we shall now brietly examine,

In Hebrew the word Qabalah (spelled QBL) means
“to receive™ and “to accept.” Tradition holds that God
raught the secrees of the Qabalah to the Angels and the
Angels taught it to Adam. Adam therefore “received”
the secret knowledge direcily from Divine sources. It 1s
amusing to note that QBL also means “to complain”
and “to cry out” which any beginning studemt of the
Qabalah will tell you is ripe with meaning.

A primary concern of the Qabalah is numbers.
Numbers are wsed as symbols of abstract universal
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principals. One cannot watch a presentation of new
discoveries in physics or astronomy without being
“talked to” in numbers, A modern lecture in either of
these subjects is patently metaphysical and delightfully
mspiring to the Qabalist who sees each new astronami-
cal developmenrt as a confirmarion of basic Qabalistic
cosmology.

It is not the purpose of this book to clucidate end-
lessly upon the Qabalah. {And it is not an exaggeration
to say that ome cowld elucidate endlessiy!) We hope
only to show the bhasic Qabalistic principals that are
the foundation of the Taror, To do this we will use the
Tarot itself as our model.

THE 22 TRUMPS

THE MAJOR ARCANA
THE HEBREW ALPHABET

There are 22 letters in the Hebrew alphabet. Even the
exoteric traditions of Judaism maintain that the
Hebrew alphabet is more that just an alphabet of a
Semitic language. It is, by tradition, the primary ool of
creation itself. By uttering “words” made from thesc
holy letters, God created everything in the universe.
When God said ARTz (Earth) the Earcth was created,
ete.

(Note: It is not necessary to learn the Hebrew lan-
guage to begin your study of the Qabalah. Howevcer, if
you wish to embark on a more n-depth study of the
(Yabalah or the Tarot it 1s necessary to be familiar with
the Hebrew alphabet and the various attributes of each
letcer. Please also remember that words in Hebrew are
wiritten from right to left.)
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In perhaps the single most important Qabalistic text,
Sepher Yetzirah (The Book Of Formation), the twenty-
two letrers of the Hehrew alphahet are divided into
three categories:

Three Mother Letters:

Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, L]I?ra,
Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn Aquarius and Pisces
it is easy to see that the division and correspondences
of the 22 Trumps of the Major Arcana of the Tarot are
identical to that of the Hebrew Alphabet. Both are
ositioned on the diagram called The Tree of Life

which we will discuss later. {See diagram above.)

Atter the 22 cards of the Major Arcana the next most
obvious characteristic of the Tarot is thar the remain-
ing 56 cards are divided into four suits; Wands, Cups,
Swords and Disks which, as we know {or will soon
find our), correspond to the elements Fire, Water, Adr
and Farth respectively. But why four? Why not five (to
include Spiriced or 3 {to match the three Mother
letters?) The answer is found in the letters:

R

YHVH, pronounced febowvab by the ignorant, a name
of God so sacred to Judaism that to this day Jews are
forbidden to prenounce it and instead, when they see it
in print, replace it with the word Adonar.

This hvine name 1s called the Tetragrammaton and
the four letrers represent the rorality of the forces and
ciergies of creation divided into four distinet “worlds.”

) Y {Yod)
Represents the hughest Spiritual Realm from which all

other worlds are born. One could almost describe 1t as
the Will (Wand) of God. This World 1s called Arzifuth
and is designated the Archetypal World.
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i
H {Heh}
Represents the Creative World where the archetypes of
creation {coming down from Atziluth) are impressed

into concepts. This World is called Briah and could be
considered the Soul (Cup) of Goed.

V {(Vau)

Represents the Formative World where the concepts
coming down from Briah are actually formulated into
the “blueprints” of whar will eventually become the
material universe. This World is called Yetzirah and
could be viewed as the Divine engineering department,
the Mind (Swaord) of God.

v
H (Heh, final)
Represents the Material World—the phenomenal
umsverse and all the energies, seen and unseen, that
comptise it. This World is called Assiah, What started
as the impulse of Atziluth became the concept of Briah

that became the “blueprint™ of Yetzirah, finally mani-
fasts in the fourth world, Assiah {Disk].
These fout worlds are represented in the Tarot as the
four suits;

Yod rcpresents Wands, the suit of Fire.

Heh represents Cups, the suit of Water,

Vau represents Swords, the suit of Air.
Hel (F) represents Disks, the suit of Earth.
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YHVH and the qualities of the Four Worlds also mani-
fest in the Court Cards of the Tarot in a most remark-
able way,

Each of the four suits of the Taror has King, Queen,
Prince and Princess of its own and their influence per-
meates the entire deck and the entire Tree of Life.

* Yod is the Father, a King. He “weds™

i1 Heh, the Mother his Queen

who gives birth to twins, a boy, and a girl;
1 Vau, the Prince and
M Heh (f), the Princess

It is easy to see in the above “family story” the
mechanics of the descent of Spirit into Matter. The
Primal Fire impregnates itself upon Primal Warer
which becomes the womb for Primal Air and eventu-
ally the Primal Earth of the marerial world.

In the poetic imagery of the Qabalah, humaniry is
the final Heh, Like an enchanted Princess in a fairytale,
we find ourselves trapped in the material universe far
away from our Mother the Queen and our Father the
King. Unless we are rescued we will never attain our
rightful piace on the Throne.

But rescue is in the cards for the story does not end
here. This Coure Card family is also the key to our
retwrn from the material world 1o that of the Divine.

i1 Heh'ify The Princess surrenders herself as lover to

71 Vau The Prince who weds her, She becomes
pregnant making her

1 Heh the Queen, making the Prince
* Yod the Kig.
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The remarkable thing about these rwo stories is that
they are happening eternally at the same time. Just as
an alternating current of electricity passes through a
wire in both directions simultaneously so oo does the
“electro-magncelic” power of YHVH pass chrough
cvery level of creation including you and me.

We have already seen that each of us is the final
Heh, the Princess living in Assiah far from our original
estate. But who is this Vau, che Prince to whom we
must surrender and wheo will be our Secrct Lover and
champion? Where do we seek the Prince? In che
Western Hermetic Tradition he is called The Holy
Guardian Angel and “he” is closer to us than our own
heart-beat. He is our Secret Lover,

Knowledge and Conversation of The Holy
Guardian Angel {The Secvet Lover) 1s the Prumnary
Spiritual Experience. Most religions and culrures speak
of a comparable event.

The Ruyal Mass of the Secret Lover {see Chapter
Eleven) is a Western Tantric ritual celebration in which
the Holy Guardian Angel {in many texts, simply ealled
‘H.G.A'Y ol each partner i1s invoked during sexual
union. The two celebrants and their two Holy
Guardian Angel’s then hterally become: /7.

THE ACES
SMALL CARDS
THE 10 SFPHIROTH OF THE TREE OF LIFE

You will notice that the Tree of Life consists of 10
circles jouned by 22 lines. The circles, called Sephiroth
or Emanations, are arranged in three iriangles with one
Sephirah (the singular form of Sephiroth)] hanging like
a pendant at the bortom. It is impeortant that you are
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familiar with this diagram as it will play an important
part in your Ultimate Divination and invocation of
vour Secret Lover.

“God is One.” This vired slogan of the world’s
monotheistic religions 1s nevertheless just about the
highest thing that our minds can attempt 1o compre-
hend. We can’t really grasp the concépr of the Monad,
{a singularity beyond which there is nothing), but we
can think abour thinking about it and that 15 domng
precry well.

If we could imagine THE ONE it would, narurally,
be the thing from which all other things eimanare, bur
whart other things are we talking about if *All is One™?
The appearance of the many must be jusc that—
appearance—iilusion.

If all is One then whar is all this other stuff doing
here and, more importantly, why do [ fee] so separated
from THF, ONE? These are precisely the kinds of ques-
tions thar Qabalistic meditations rackle.

For rhe moment let us view THE ONE as the ACES
af the Tarot and put all four of them in the top
Sephirah pesinon on the Tree of Life,

Because we know “All i1s One”™ we could stop night
here in cur contemplation of the universe. But that
would not begin to answer our questions about where
the many came from or how we are to surrendcer fo and
with THE ONE.

To think about these things we have to try to put
ourselves in the place of THE ONE., What would it be
like being THE ONE? Lonely I would imagine. [ know
that if I were THE ONE 1 would like to know who or
what 1 was, This would be difficult because there
would be nothing to compare myself to—nothing out-
side myself—no mirror 1 which I could reflect myself.
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The only place for me to look would be inside myself.
So, like 2 good Yogi, I would sit down, close my cyes
and in meditation reach deep into myself until T hic
dead center. There at the very focul peint of my being J
would see myself reflected. Ar that instant the concept
of TWO is born (1. Me and 2. My Reflection). Then
cimultanecus to the creation of TWO would occur the
creation of THREE (1. Myself, 2. My Reflection and
3, The Understanding of the difference. )

This is how THE ONE became THREF. and the rea-
son why the Trinity is universally used as the ulnmate
expression of perfect Unicy.

Now put all four number Fwo Cards on the Second
Sephirah of your Tree of Life and all four Three LCards
on the Third Sephirah ‘ .

Again, we might just stop here and consider THE
ONE in its three aspects, but we can’t. It is already toc
late. The process of the creation of the many is rolling
like a juggernaut with unstoppable momentum.

The same process that caused TWO to be created
from THE ONE now makes the entire Trinity (One,
Two and Threc) reflect itself in a Second Trinity (Four
Five and 5ix). And the same law that made the original
THREE from the union of TWO and ONE now
creates a Third Trinity {of Seven, Eight and Nine),

Put all four Four Gards on the Fourth Sephirah, all
four Five Cards on the Fifth Sephirah and all four Six
Cards on the Sixth Sephirah. Put your four Sevens,
Eights and Nines on their respective Sephiroth as well.

Finally the whole process seems to make an atiempt
to start over again {albeit on a very low plane) and a
tenth Sephirah is created which, in a very real way,
reflects the original ONE. It is in this Tenth and last
Sephirah we find ourselves and our material world.
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Some find it a bit depressing to think that we are to
low on the Tree of Life. Bur rake heart, isn’t it good to
know that we have such a good road map back.

Now put all four tens on the tenth Sephirah.

We will mention here that between the First and che
Second Trinities lies the Abyss, an “area™ of profound
obscurity and mystery. After the magician has experi-
enced the Knowledge and Conversation of the Holy
{Guardian Angel (which takes place in the 6th Sephirah,
Tiphareth) the next great spiritual goal 15 the Crossing
of the Abyss (passing [rom che 4ch Sephirah, Chesed, to
the 3rd Scphirah, Binah). This can be done only with
the spiritual putdance of the Angel.

The Abyss is a cosmic looking-glass which refleces
the pure, ideal concepts of the First Trinity creating the
illusion of a Second Trinity {which in turn excrudes the
even more uarcal Third Trinity), One could say, with
relative accuracy, that the seven Sephiroth below the
Abyss arc only shadow worlds and the phenomenal
universe 15 no more “real” than the world you can see
behind your image when you look inte a mirror.

In the mudst of the Abyss 1s a phantom Sephirah
called Daath. Daath is technically not a true Sephirah
but an environment of absolute dispersion, It is some-
times referred to as the Crown of Knowledge for this is
as high as the mind may climb. To transcend Daath
and cross the Abyss the nund must be transcended.
Narurally the mind will viclently resist this and try to
trick irself into thinking that it bas crossed the Abyss
and arrived ac Binah, But (o fact it has fallen into the
Abyss, mistaking Daath for Binah. This mistake is
comumon, particularly among those who have nor
achieved Knowledge and Conversation of their Holy
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Guardian Angel nor integrated and explored the lower

Sephiroth, but instead have rejected them as banal.
The names of the Sephiroth are as follows:

{The Crown} The Monad. All subsequent Sephiroth are
aspects or qualities of Kether. The Sphere of Primum
Mobil. Natural position for the Aces.

2. CHOKMAH

(Wisdom) The Father. The sphere ol the Zodiac.

3. BINAH

{Understanding} The Mother. The sphere of Saturn.
Natural position for Small Card Threes and Court

Card Queens.

4, CHESED OR GEDULAH

(Mercy) Sphere of Jupiter. Natural position for Small
Card Fours.

5. GEBURAH OR PACHAD
{Strength) Sphere of Mars. Natural position for Small
{Card Fives.

&, TIPHARETH

(Beauty) sphere of the Sun. Naturall P{)Sitiﬂnlf{)r_ Small
Card Sixes and Court Card Princes. (This s the
Sephirah of The Holy Guardian Angel. By reterring to

There is a Tree of Life for cach of the Four Worlds of
the Cabalah (Four suits of the Tarot) and, as you can
see from the Tree of Life diagram, the Ten Sephiroth
are joined by 22 paths which of course are rhe 22
Trumps of the Major Arcana.

There is also another and more simple way to con-
ceptualize all this by using only one Trec of Life.

Yod, the King, resides in the Second Sephirah,
Chokmah.

Heh, the Queen, resides in the Third Sephirah,
Binzh.

Vau, the Prince, resides simultaneously in the next

six Sephirath: Chesed {4], Geburah {5}, Tiphareth {8},
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Netzach {7), Hod (8} and Yesod (9]. But his primary
nature is focused in Tiphareth. |

Heh (Final), the Princess, resides in the Tenth Sephi-
rah, Malkuth.

Keep in mind that the Tree of Life is not only the
blueprint of the vast cosmic creation but is also the
blueprint of you. 1

The above is, tcgrettably, only the most basic
“skimming over” of these wonderful concepts, You are
encouraged to avail yoursclf of the many fine books on
the QQabalah that are now available everywhere. Most
especially we urge you to carefully study Chaprer Ten
on the Secret Lover.
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CHAPTER SEVEN

DETEBMINING YOUR SYMBOLS

Secrets of Western Tantrg, (New Falcon Publications,
second revised edition, 1996) presents a remarkable
method of determining your personal Tarot symbols by
adding and reducing the numbers of your complete
birth date. If you have already calculated your personal
Tarot symbels using that, or any other method with
which vou are comfortable, do not feel that vou arc
required to adopt the method below. The divinatory
process does not pivet on this point and it is far better
to stick with tried and true symbols with which you
already emotionally identify, The method below is
based upen traditional Qabalistic correspondences as
used by the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn. It
conforms with the material, charts and tables of
Regardie’s Complete Golder Dawn System Of Magic
{New Falcon Publicarions, 3th princng 1994).

Iet us begin the process by determining your most
abstract yet most powerful symbol:

YOUR ARCHEI'YPAL SYMBOL
OF THE MAJOR ARCANA

For our purposes we will view the 22 images of the
Major Arcana (or the Trumps) as being energies or
qualities on a truly Cosmic scale. For the purpose of
divinanon these will sometimes represent major univer-
sal influences beyond onc's direct concrol. However,
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for the purpose of the invocation of your Secret Lover
these symbols refer to specific psycho-spiritual-sexual
energies that are utilized during the ritual described in
Chapter Eleven.

The selection process for your major card is verv
easy and is simply based on your birch sign. .

This jour-
nal is very important and will be an essential ool to
assure a successful operation.

We both are Cancers so our Archerypal symbol is
The Chariot. By studying the significance and meanings
of your Archetypal card you can discover the primal
force which is the underlying foundation of your life.

Your Character Card

Next you must determine your Character card from
among 12 of the 16 Court Cards.

But first we will explain a bit abour the Court Cards
and just how and why they represent us.

As we have learned, the Court Cards and the Small
Cards arc divided into four Suits; Wands, Cups,
Swords and Disks. These are representative of the four
Elements that the ancients believed were the building
blocks of creation; Fire, Water, Afr, and Earth.

Of course, these are not the chemical elements which
combine to form the material world, nor are they liter-
ally Fire, Water, Air and Earth. They are, most simply
pur, the totality of all the forces, encrgies and qualities
in the universe divided into four broad categories.

These elemental gualities are the foundation of both
galaxies and sub-atomic particles and the limitless
diversity of creation is the result of the almest infinite
number of ways these four Elements can be mixed,
combined and recombined.

It 15 mteresting that modern physics postulates four
primal forces, the Strong Force, the Elecero-Magnetic
Force, the Weak Force, and the Gravitational Force,
that characteristically bear a remarkable resemblance
to these elemental qualities.

The ancients also postulated a Fifth Element {quite
literally a “guintessence”) which serves the double duty
of binding these four Flements together and, at the
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same tunc, keeping them far encugh apart so they
retain aspects of their individuality, They called this
Fifth Element Spérit.

Spirit 1 intimarely related to the Aces and therefore
has a most important place in the Taror and in our
search for our Sceret Lover,

Each of us when we were born, entered the dimen-
sion of this Elemental world. As such the date of our
birth is much like vur fending coordinates and marks
our creation on this plane of existence, The first and
most general characteristic of this “landmark of our
creation” is cur Zodiac {Sun) Sign. The Tarot symbol
of this Sign {Our Archetypal Symbol of the Major
Arcana) we have already derenmined above.

The nexr symbol, the Character Card, is more specif-
ic and personal: it reveals qualities of personality and
individual tendencies. It provides a maore specialized
defirution of our character than our Zodiac symbol.

Like the 12 Zodiacal cards of the Major Arcana,
each of the four Kings, four Queens, and four Princes
are allocated to 112th of the Zodiac or 30" of the year.

{Note: Princesses by tradition are not allocated to
degrees of the Zodiac (Lime coordinates) but, with the
Aces, riele over the four guadrants surrounding the
North Pole of the Earth (Space co-ordinates). They
actwally serve as the Thrones of the Aces. |

Unlike the Zodiac cards of the Major Arcana which
represent the three decans (30° of their respective sign},
the Court cards rule the three decans from 20° of one
Sign to 20° of the next. In this way we can see the
beginning of the Divine churning process which charac-
terizes the elemental universe and which will eventually
filter dowil to us to manifest in our own personalitics
and the personalities of others.
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As we saw earlier, the four members of the Court
Card “fanuiiy™, the King, the Queen, the Prince and the
Princess alsa represent the four Elements.

The Kings represent the Fire quality of their respec-
tive suit while the Quecens represent che Warer quality,
the Princes represent the Air guality and the Princesses
represent the Earth quality of their respective suit:

Mr. DuQuette’s birthday is July 11 so his Characrer
Card is the Queen of Cuprs. Dr. Hyatt's birthday is July
12 so his Character Card is the Prince of Wards.

Note: It makes absolutely no difference if your Char-
acter symbol is not the same gender as you are. These
symbeols transcend gender, sexual traits and tendencies.
For example, both Elizabeth Tayvlor and George
Harrison are the King of Cups.

When studying the charactenstics of your Characrer
Card later in this book you will most likely recognize
many facets of your own character. Then again, you
may recognize very little of vourself in the description
of your card, Meditate on those qualities you recopmze
in yourselt and those that you do not. If you feel
strangly thac the your card is so far off in its descrip-
tion of your character that you can't possibly identify
with it, use the method described below to find your
Characrer Symbaol. No marter how you make your
choice, once you've decided, stick with it.

The Four Aces: The Root Symhol

As we have mentioned earlier, the Aces are unique andd
represeitt not the elements themselves, but the “root”
ar “seed” of the elements,

The Aces will play an important part in the
Ultimate Divination. Bur for the time being simply find
the root card that represents you,

Determining Your Root Symbol

Your Root Symbol is the Ace of the Element that rules

your Archetypal Symbol {Zodiac 8ign) as found in the
chart above. To review briefly;

Wands are Fire signs: Aries, Leo, Sagittarius
Cups are Water signs: Cancer, Scorpio, Pisces
Swords are Air signs: Gemini, Aquarius, Libra
Disks are Earth signs: Taurus, Capricorn, Virgo

We are both Cancers which is a Water sign so our
Root Symbol is the Ace of Cups. (Scorpio and Pisces
people would also be the Ace of Cups) This also means
we have a special affinity with all the Water cards.

Find the Root Symbol Card that symbolizes you and
write it down in your journal.

Now we will turn our attention to the remaining 3%
small cards of the Minor Arcana.
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Your Personal Symbol

The belt of the Zodiac and its corresponding houses is
divided naturally into 360°. As we have seen above,
each of the 12 signs contains 30° which 1s divided
further into 3 parts, (or Decans) of 1

Each of the 36 small cards represents one of thesc 36
Decans or approximately ten days of the year. Your
Personal Symbel card is simply derermined by locanng
the Decan of vour birth-dace. :

Instead of representing Cosmic influences—like your
Archetypal-Itump card—or personaliry traits—Ilike
vour Character-Court card—the Personal symbol card
rCpresenrs, o a cartain extent, the challenges of vour
Incarnation—your karmic baggage.

Fach of the decans, by tradition, has specific charac-
teristics based upon its relative position in the Zodiac.
Familiarity with the card of your natal decan can help
you understand the specific qualities and nature of
vour spiritual coerpy.

Dr. Hyatt’s birthday (July 12} makes him a 4 of
Cups which is the Luxury card, At first glance this
seems like a very attractive eard to be, and indeed ir is.
But ke all the small cards it presents him wiath three
things; a blessing, a curse and the means ta overcome
them borh.

For example: living in the “lap of Juxury”™ could be
the fulfiliment of a dream and the rewaed for work
well done or it can represent a seductive trap that
would allow you to do absolutely nothing worthwhile
with your life. ]. Paul Getty manifested the “blessing”
of luxury by creating one of the most beauriful art
museums in the world. Bur Siddhartha, by overcoming
the “curse™ of luxury, became the Buddha.
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Mr. DuQuette’s card the 3 of Cups: Absndance ex-
hibits sunilar characteristics but with more emphasis
on emotional rather than material qualities.

This dual nawure of the decans is underscored by the
fact that Jabalists assipn a pair of angels to each
decan, vne to rule the day the other the night. The 72
spirics of the Goetia are also delegated in pairs to each
of the 36 decans.

Don’t be too quick to dismiss the relevancy or accu-
racy of your Personal Symbol Card or feel thar you
have been cheated if you happen to be a grim symbol
like the Defeat or Sorrow card. As a matter of factif it
makes you somewhat uncomfortable it may be rouch-
ing an unportant “nerve”, No Tarot card, in icself, is
“lucky” or “unlucky™ and the Ultinate Divination as
puthined in this book is not an exercise in “forrune
telling™ buc instead an essential part of knowing vour
Secret Lover.

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THE PRECEDING PERSONAL SYMBOL &
THE PROGRESSIVE PERSONAL SYMBOL

Your Preceding Personal card is the small card char
appears sequentially just before your Personal Card
and your Progressive Personal Symbol 1s the Card that
comes immediately after your Personal Card.

You will notice that in the chart above the laror
symbols progress through the decans in a peculiar
manner. While the numbers 2 through 10 continue 1n
sequence, they also are passing, in groups of threes,
through the four Elemental Suits. This is a continuation
of the elemental churning process that we saw begin-
ning with the Court Cards.

In determining your Proceeding Personal Symbol and
your Progressive Personal Symbol we do not wse the
chart above but simply use the number sequence of the
small cards themselves,

2-10 of Wands,
2-10 of Cups,
2=10 of Swords,
2-10 of Dhsks.

The Preceding minor arcana symbol gives you a sense
of where you are coming from. Your Personal card
indicates where you are. And the Progressive symbol
tells you what follows. These are not simply the pasz,
present and the fuinre, bur rather they should be
viewed as three pages of a “flip cartoon™ or three con-|
secutive frames of motion picture film. The movemernt
that is exhibited by these three cards can tell you a
great deal about yourself, your tendencies and perhaps
give you a clue to your True Will.
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As Dr. Hyatt is the 4 of Cups, his Preceding Person-
al Symbal is the 3 of Cups and his Progressive Personal
Symbol is the 3 of Cups. As the four, he is in the mid-
dle moving about these three symbols, This can tell him
much about how he functions and the events of his
daily life.

Note: Determining your Preceding and Progressive
Personal Symbols, if you are a 10 or a 2, is a lirtle
different. If, for example, you are a 10 of Wands, your
Preceding card is the 9 of Wands but your Progressive
card is the 2 of Cups. This is based on the rule of de-
scending worlds. Thus moving down from the suite of
Firc (Wands) you move into the suite of Water {Cups).
In the 10 of Wands, the balancing symbols for the past
and future would be the 9 of Wands and 2 of Cups
respectively.

If you are the 70 of Disks, your Preceding symbol
would be, of course, the 9 of Disks, but your Progres-
sive symbol would be the 2 of Wands. In other words,
when your reach the “bottom” your start agam at the
top.

PI:\Ccz-w write down vour Preceding and Progressive
Personal Symbols in your journal.

In my opinion, this is the finest way of studying the
psycho-spiritual notion of karma. In fact, students who
emplay these symbols as Karmic keys begin o develop
a large amount of free will. For some this will cnable
them to move through all their lives in one lifetime and
free themsclves from the wheel of birth and re-birth.

In understanding the evolution of a soul we can
theorize that we all start from the world ol Fire
(Wands) and move to the world of Earth {Disks). Disk
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people could be viewed as being closer to finishing
their tour of duty than any of the other suits.

(Or one might speculate that the Fire people {(Wands)
are closer to finishing their tour than any other, Since
this is a model that no one can verify, the safest
method is to learn o Jive the life of each symbal in the
minor cards.

Now, in Dr. Hyact’s journal for example he would
have the following symbols:

Birth darc: Tuly 12, 1943

Archetypal Symbo): The Charict
Character Symbol: Prince of Wands

Root Symbol: Ace of Cups

Personal Symbol: Four of Cups

Preceding Personal Symbol: Three of Cups
Progressive Personal Symbol: Five of Cups

lf, for a moment, you can imagine a force starting
somewhere 1n the Universe and finding its way down to
a single pmnt you will get a sense of the Archetypal
energy moving its way from the Major Symbol, to the
Court Symbol to the Root Symbaol of the Ace and chen
down to your Personal Symbols.

Using the above symbols you can new begin to
create a story about your self and your present situa-
ton. Below is an example of such a story that Dr,
Hyatt wrote in his journal. You should do the same
thing for yourself,

As the Chariateer 1 am archecypically invalved with
the abstract aspects of Trinmph and Victory over
cerrain powerful forces. Being at the “reigns™ of the
elemental forces that propel the chariet of my life is
very imporcant to me. As Prince of Wands 1 find
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myself still driving a chariot, this time pulled by the
Lion of my Will. This manifests in my characrer
{which 1 like to think of as noble and generous), hut
when my “licn” is not tghtly reined, [ am impualsive,
and sometimes violently upinionated and capable of
great extremes of emotion. The FirefAir nature of
the Prince of Wands is displayed in my charactec by
my enthusiasm for writing. But my real passion, the
science of Tantric Love and the quest for my Secrer
Lovet, is reflected perfectly by my Root Card, the
Ace of Cups and its assaciation with Holy Grasl, the
Moon and the Sacred Yoni,

My Personal Card, the 4 of Caups {Luxury), mdi-
cates a cerrain level of stability and comfort in my
cnvironment. However, if [ look at che sequence of
my Preceding Card, the 3 of Cups |Abundance), and
my Progressive Card, The 5 of Cups {Disappoint
ment), ] see a cliché “morality™ dramz unfolding:
Abundance, Luxury, Disappointment. This indeed is
a contipoal source of “food for thought™ and a
constant reminder to use the abundance of the
“gaod things” of my life te further my Grear Work
and not be dazzled into dissipating acrivities or—
worse—nactivily,

Of course, the foregoing is only a very brief descrip-
tion. Meditation on rhese symbols is a life-long process.
I have found that by using my personal Tarot symbals
as a part of my daily medirations I have become more
conscious of their effect on my day-to-day activities.
Look at the symbols that precede and follow your
birth symbol in the Minor Arcana. (Your Personal
Symbol) and you will begin to create your own
“karmic-generic file cabinet™ and see your own story

unfeld.

Thou
these are highly abstract and archetypal, they will give
you clues to the nature of your Psyche.
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CHAPTER EIGHT

THE MEANINGS OF THE CARDS

Each Tarot card 1s the visual representation of 1/78th of
the Infinite Realicy. 1t follows then, (the nature of
Infinicy being whar it is), that each card has infinire
aspects and, (if we were burdened with omniscience),
infinite meaning.

But, thank the pods, we are not as yet cursed with
such a mental capacity. But unfortunaccly we are
endowed with just enough gray marter to find ourselves
in an almost perperual statc of confusion whenever we
start to define and analyze infinite concepts. This is
why the visual images of the Tarot are so valuable to
us. They work upon the right side the brain where
concepts transcending intellectual analysis can be
processed. In passing it might alse be said that the
Holy Guardian Angel or the Seeret Lover is a right
brain phenomenon.

Western Tantric interpretations of the Major Arcana
are provided for specific applications mentioned in
Chapter Eleven. The general meanings of the Tarot
cards that we present below are very brief and provide
only the most basic key words of definition. Some of
these are taken, from information provided to initiares
of the Golden Dawn while others are suggested from
the writings of Aleister Crowley. The reader is advised
to make a continual study of the Taror and take every
opportunity to review the many fine works of other
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authors. Especially recommend are the works of
Aleister Crowley and Pau! Foster Case.

BRIEF MEANINGS OF THE TAROT TRUMPS

Note: [n the followmg pages, the number thar appears
before the name of each card is called the Key Namiber
and dictates the sequence of cards. This should not be
confused with the numerical value of the Hebrew letter
designated for each card.

You will find three types of *meanings™ arcribuced
to each of the Tarot Trumps. The first 15 poetic (for the
right side of the brain) and is from Crowley’s master-
piece of Taror, The Book Of Thoth; the sccond is
“Tantric” for the Ritual of the Secret Lover; and the
third is the classic divinitory meaning.

Divinations of this type are in one sense “not divina-
tions” at all. They are rituals designed to stimulate the
collective mind of the individual and to activate the
powers of Indra’s Net. Thus, they should only be used
if the aspiranc is sure that he is able to tolerate the ype
of forces revealed and is seriously interested in invok-
ing his/her Secret Lover.

The Ultimate Divination requires preparation and
should only be employed as a preliminary to the invo-
cation of the Holy Guardian Angel. In this sense the
Ultimate Divination might only be performed once in a
person’s life.

As the primary purpose of this divination is the
nvocation of your Genius, questions having to do with
understanding your Higher Will or Purpose are the
only questions relevant for this operation.
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THE CORRECT ITME
The ideal time to perform this divination is on your
birthday or, if you know it, the date of your concep-
uon. U this is not practical, choose a date that has
some significance to you.

Equinoxes, Solstices, and holidays are often signifi-
cant days. How many tunes have you heard people say
things like; *I remember Christmas of 1982." Or “Ir
was New Years Eve 1974 when [ quit smoking and
turned my life around.® If you are famliar with your
horoscope you may choose a time when planetary
aspects are favorable or similar to that of your nativity.

THE DAY CARD

The day you pick to perform the Divination Kitual is
also represented by a Tarot card called the Day Card.
The most obvious choice would be the Small Card that
represents the exact decan of the day in question. It 1s
determined in the same way as your Personal Card. Or
vou may wish to calculate the day card by adding and
reducing the numbers. [July 13, 1991 {7+13+1591=130
=4) Cancer 1s a Water Sign so July 13, 1991 would be
the 4 OF Cups.] it is interesting to note that by both
mcthods of calculation this date works out to be the 4
of Cups. Obvicusly it will not alwavs be the case buc it
does show a barmouy between the systems.

You should begin to select your date and time at
least one month before vou prepare to do the
Davination.

We must warn the reader that the impulsive or
mundane use of this merthod will lead co poor reanlrs
and worse it will create a “bad” mental set toward
future workings with your Angel.
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PREPARATION

For ar least two weeks prior to the Divination perform
the ritual of the Middle Pillar and the Meditation ot
the Secr daily. {See Appendices.)

To communicate more ¢learly with the Secret Lover
it 18 important that you have a good understanding uf
yourself, Self honesty is essential to receive the Love
and Guidance of your Holy Guardian Angel.

Afrer you have formulated the question and know
what it specifically means to you, get a clean piece of
white cardboard and print out your general question
using your name and the three minor arcana symbols
according to the following lustructions.

In the center of the board print the title of your Per-
sonal Symbol (Small Card) using a Yellow felt tip pen.
To the left of your Personal Symbol, print out your
Preceding Personal Symbol with a Red felr tap pen. To
the right of your Personal Symbol, print cur your
Pragressive Personal Symbol with a Blue felt tip pen.

Undecrneath these three symbols write your name
with a Black felt-up pen. ‘

Under your name print the question. Example;
“What is my true Will or Destiny?”

Underneath the question, print out the name of your
Character Symbo! (Court Card}, your Archetypal
Symbol (Major Arcana Card), and the Card that best
represents the day when you will be perferming the
Divination {Day Card). Your Archerypal card should
be in the middle with the Character Card to the left
and the “Day” Card to the right.

CREATION OF ENVIRONMENT

For at least three days prior to Divination perform the
Banishing Ritual of the Pentagram and the Meditation
of the Seer twice daily, (See Appendices.)
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This shounld be performed in the presence of a New
Deck of Symbels that you shoeuld have purchased for
this particular situation. After you have performed the
Banishing Ritual, you should begin to shuffle and han-
dle the cards for at least 10 minutes, while you perform
the Meditation of the 5Seer.

The new deck of symbols should be in your posses-
sion for at least oue month. You should wrap them in
something thar holds great sigmficance te you, along
with the question written on a piece of paper. The
symbols should be left unopened in their box, until you
begin performing the Bamishing Ritual. Prior to that
time they should be in close proximicty to where you
sleep.

(ile week prior to the Divination, begin to purify
vourself further with diet and light exercise. Slowly
begin to remove all unnecessary and heavy foods from
your diet.

Avoid, as much as possible, social distractions and idle
conversations but it 1s not neccssary to be a complete
hermit,

THE DAY BEFORE

The day before the Divination should be spent as
quietly as possible. Reduce your food intake, however,
do not make yourself weak. Begin to cleanse your Div-
inarory envirorunent of mundane symbols and messes.
Disconnect your phone and darken the area were the
Divination will be performed. Tell any friends that
normally call that you will be busy,

Dress yourself in clean, loose firting clothes. Bring ro
the environment anything youn have that might have
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been empowered by yourself or someone you feel good
about,

The layour used for this Divination is called the
Modified Tree of Life. _

Prior to beginning, prepare ten circles made of paper
or poster board to represent each of the ten Sephiroth.

However, the word opposition is misleading, This
symbol is simply the necessary counter force that when
applied to first symbol allows us to consciously expen}
ence the process of evolution. However, the degree o
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consciousness of this position is minimal and frequently
misunderstood. Since as humans we can only under-
stand things from our own point of view, we require
the model of conflict and opposition {yes/no} thinking
in order to consciously understand and communicate
events and experiences.

If you view the opposing force as an opposition you
are taking the wrong path, It is simply the oxygen that
the fire requires.

The Third Position:
The Mother Who Must Wear The Crown

Binah—Understanding, that which gives me Mcaning,
though sometimes through harshness.

This symbol represents the gozal or the best possible
cutcome of the question. Ir1s the result or zesclution of
the two previous forces at work. You must compare
this symbol o the last symbol of che divinacion te
understand its true significance.

Chesed—Mercy, that which brings Good-Will and Aid
in my quest.

This position reflects your conscious atritude and or
your emotpnal stace regarding yourself and whar has
separated vou from your Secret Lover. This position is
that of the rich uncle in that your ataotude toward your
iife or work can and does aftect its outcome, Thus che
rich uncle’s gilts {auitude and emotional state) are
powerful forces that muse be used wiscly. This symbol
should make sense to you in relation to the dynamic
interaction of the first two symbols.
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The Fifth Position

Geburah—Severity, that which brings Turbulence and
Adversity. Learning by trial.

This symbol reflects the forces or causes of the pasi
that are now affecting the issue at hand.

Ra’?‘his carﬁ rv!:ﬂects the Anahara Chakra and is the
home of the Secret Lover. This is a most significant
position. and the card in this location will help you
obtain the primary goal of all magical operations the
direct and divine Knowledge and Conversation of your
Holy Guardian Angek. This card and the 10th card are
the two key cards for working the Operations
described in Chapier Eleven.

The Seventh Pesition

Netzach—Victory, that which is my Acbievement.

Relates to the conscious motive of the inquiry. Thas
card can provide important clues into the troubles or
difficulties that you are experiencing in your daily life
as well as with the reading.

The Eighth Position

Hod—Glory, my Splendor and Distinction.

Represents the nutside or environmental forces that
are working on you and your question, This syrbol
can also be used 1o reflect dangers and help that mighe
be coming from forces outside of your control.
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The Ninth Pesitton

Yesod—Foundation, that which is my Underpinning
and Root,

This symbol predicts nothing, but instead shows
what consctous or unconscious hopes (desires) or fears
(unwanted desires) arc operating.

This card helps you to determme the relationship
between your desires and the reality of your circums-
stances, For example if this card is negative and the rest
of the reading is strongly positive it indicaces that you
use negativity as a defense mechanism against disap-
pomtment. And, success or getting whar you want also
scares you, Remember for many people getong whart

they say they want is the worst thing that can happen
to them.

The Tenth Posiaion

Malkuth—Kingdom, that which 13 my Sphere and
Realm. How it will manifest itself.

This symbol 15 the culmination of the reading, and is
one of the key cards which leads you into the direction
of your Secret Tover, In the ceremany of the Rayal
Mass this card becomes a talisman—an essential parr
of the power of the Euchanst ritual,

The empowerment of this symmbol with the Eucharisc
opens a divine pathway to the Heart of the Secret
Lover which is represented by position number Six.

This symbol and the sixth symbol coming down
from Kether determine the pathways and byways into
the source of all guidance and ecstasy. -
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[HE BEGINNING

Perform the Panishing Ritual one hour before you
start. Deess, bring in all your equipment and perlorm
rhe Mediration of the Seer for at least 30 minutes. Now
do the Middle Pillar Ritual. Banish one last time and
Meditate on the Divine Name JAQ tee—ah—oh). This
can be used as a temporary name for your Secret Lover
until the Angel reveals its true name,

On top of your Divining locarion, place your Arche-
typal Symbol in the Middle, your Characrer Symbol to
the right, and vour Personal Symbol to the left.

Place the deck of symbaols at the bottom of the Tree,

Place your empowered or sacred objects at the top of
Tree, above the top Sephirah, Kether the Crown.

Darken the room and light a candle. If you wish at
this time you may light an incense stick and put on
some music that will elevare your mind and thoughts.

Pick up the cards. Shuffle and cut them for art least
five minutes concentrating on vour idea of your Holy
Guardian Angel. When you feel the moment is right lay
out the cards in a fan befere you. Meditate on Ajna
{the “third eye”}, imagining that it is now opening.
Select a card and place it face down on circle number
one. Atternpt to keep the image of the Third eye in
your imagination throughout the enrire Divination,

Now pick the second card and place it on the sccond
circle. Continue until all ten symbols have been placed
face down on the ten circles.

Allow enough light into the room so you can see
cach symbaol. ‘

Turn each card up one at a tme. Do not interpret
them. Look ar each symbal for at least one minute.
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After they are all face up look at the enrire picture.
Soak up the image. Let it permeate your entire mind.

Now relax for a few moments, take a few deep
breaths. Go and get vourself a little food and drink.
Stay away for 20-30 minutes. Just enjoy.

When you return, let yourself look at all the sym-
bols, Write down any thoughts you have at this time.
Your first impressions will be very helpful later as you
explore the meanings of the symbols.

Carcfully wrire down the symbols and their posi-
tions in your journal Alse, record the thoughts and
feelings you experienced in the ensuing moments.
These initial images are che firse “whisperings” of your
Holy Guardian Angel. At this point you may not
understand the meanings of the cards in the various
positions. In any event, you should oot attempt to
intellectually interpret the layout as if it were a fortune
telling spread.

This process is only the first step in a far greater
magical operation. You will ponder these hiving sym-
bols for the rest of vour life as chey represent the day
you impressed the universe with your will to achieve
spiritual iberation.

Heh has the numericai value of Five and js symbolized
by the Pentagram. The five points of the Pentagram
represent the Four Elements ruled by the fifth Element,
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Spirit. Five represents the Microcosm “the small
world” whose ultimate expression 1s Man.

Vau has the numerical value of Six and is symbolized
by the Hexagram. The six points of the Hexagram
represent the Six Plancts of the ancients surrounding
the Sun which is found in the center of the Hexagram.
Six represents the Macrocosm “the big world” which s
the ultimate expression of God. Vau is also the special
syrbol of the Holy Guardian Angel.

The Great Work 1s the Union of the Five {You) and
the S1x {Your Holy Guardian Angel, )

Logic tells us that as everything in the universe 1s
connccted, there is really no separation between these
two worlds ar all, And it 15 true, The separation is
illusory. Knowledge and Conversation of the Holy
Guardian Angel is achicved when the mdividual’s
world of Five is harmonized and comes into perfect
alignment with the world of Six. Consequently the first
step of the Great Work 15 o perfect vour world of Five
by bringing (he body, mind, senses and emotions into
balance. Much of this is accomplished by exercises and
meditations like the ones in Chaprer Nine.

"~ This sounds like a lot of work. You might feel thar
to master one’s Self and one’s environment before
beginning the Great Work 15 almost like saying “in
order to overcome your troubles you must first over-
come your troubles.” And in one respect that is exacrly
what we are saying. Bul even though practice and
discipline will always be necessary to propare yourself
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as a satisfacrory vessel for the Angel, contact with the
Angel will only be realized through the process of con-
centrated devotion and, when the magical opportunity
presents itself, complete sarrender.

Religious devotion does not seem to come as easily
to Westerners as it does to our Eastern brothers and
sisters. The semi-licerate TV evangelists who terrorize
their flocks into spiritual “snrrender”™ exhibit the “dark
side™ of devotion by strictly defining the nature of their
god and then demanding thac the taithful flush intellect
and common sense down the toilet. This is “surrender”
at the point of a gun.

Is it any wonder that many intelligent seekers in the
West have abandoned any hope of pursuing a Western
path of devorion and have turned to Eastern religions
to feed this natural spiritual hunger?

The Hindus call the spiritual science of devotion and
strrender Bhakti Yoga and have devised countless tech-
migues to bring the devotee into direct contact with the
deity. Chanting the god’s name, (the technique of the
Hare Krishna movement), 13 one method, Pilgrimages
to the god’s holy city and shrines or performing acts
and sacrifices that are tradinionally pleasing to the deiry
are others.

To love with all vour heart, the heart must first be
opened. This is where the meding rakes place, the mys-
terious union becween Man and God. In some mystical
traditions, there 15 an expectation af rejection of the
man below the bele. This artitude is not only found in
some Chrisnan mysticism, but also among the Jains.
Isracl Regardie, furtherinore, has remarked about a
similar split among followers of the Golden Dawn
rradicien. He discovered that they either over-indulge
ot act-our their sexuality and aggression, or repress it
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completely. Both extremes have produced as much dis-
ease as they provided case. The most serious criticism
of this split, as [ would see it, i3 a false view of man.
Man is not eitherfor, but both, MNeither God nor beast
are we, but both; not alone noer separate, but one;
meeting in the heart as The Holy Guardian Angel.

With the experience of the Knowledge and
Conversation the center of our focus changes. A swicch
is turned ony we are filled with the whire light which
bursts forth from the eternal darkness. The clouds
disappear, and when they re-appear again we take only
little notice. 'The mind is fixed in the heart, where the
meeting of God and man is taking place. There is no
room for anything else. The cup is overflowing and the
fertilizing waters bring to life the dynamic interchange
of Love and Will. I do not want to imply here that once
this has taken place one lives continually in total bliss,
Our mortality is such, that we always fall back into
dis-ease and discord. We reguire this to evolve further.
Once the deep union has taken place, however, there is
the fundamental change in actitude, so that at least the
memory remaing, in the midst of onr despairs and
loneliness. We can thereby, from memory alone, em-
bark once more on the search for rhat bliss of union
that once experienced 1s never lost,

There are limitless ways of achieving the end desired,

© 80 far as external acts are concerned. The whole secret,

however may be summed up m the words of Abraham
the Jew: “Enflame thyself in prayimg.”

The abave is the first verse of The Invacation Of The
Ring Irom Alcister Crowley™s The Wake World Itis a
fantasy story of a young girl and her marriage to her
Fairy Prince who takes her step by step up the initiato-
vy Tree of Life. This charming and ingenious rale, told
in the images of the Tarot, is an excellen description of
relationship with the Haly Guardian Angel as the
Secret Lover and The Invocation Of The Ring is one of
the most powerful enchantments ever written. It can
and has been used with success as a sacred manira to
focus the mind and heart upon the Secret Lover.

In the story Lola ({the voung girl) is given an
amethyst ring by her Fairy Prince who tells her she
need only look inte the Ring and say the poem and He
will appear and take her on wonderful adventures.
Each nume he appears he kisses her, With each kiss she
“awakens” to higher and higher states of conscious-
ness. Eventually he will take Lola as his bride and
make her &ueen of bis Palace.

He is called Adonai, 2 Hebrew word usually trans-
lated “Lord.” Like 1AO it has become the “generic”
term fog the Hely Guardian Angel but is replaced by
the real name of one’s own Angel once contaci has
becn made and the name revealed.

Thowu immost Fire, indicates that the Holy Guardian
Angel 15 the central hfe of sach individual, not an alien
being. Seff-glittering image of my soul tells us thar in
reality the Angel is the radrant reflection of our nner-
most being—our self made perfect—mare accurately it
is our perfect self.
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The ancient Fgyptians referred 1o this self-ghnering
image as the Khabs which literally means star and is
the innermost, essential Self of each individual. The
light of chis star is the L.V.X. of Western Hermeticism.

In The Law is for Aff {New Falcon Publications
1991) Aleister Crowley elucidates upon the Khabs;

We zre not to regard ourselves as base beings, with-
out whaose sphere is Light or “God.” Our minds and
bodies are veils of the Light within. The uninitiate is
a “dark star,” and the Great Work for him is to
make his veils cranspatrent by “purifving” them. This
“purification™ Is really “amphificanon®; it is not that
the veil is dirty, but that the complexity of its folds
malke it opaque. The Great Work therefore consists
priocipally in the sulotion of complexes. Everything
in itself 15 perfect, but when thangs are muddied they
become “evil”,

Regardless of the gender of the magician the Secret
Lover “takes™ you as a Strang (over “rakes™ a Bride
who tongs to he raken. These are the same roles
assumed by the god Shiva and his Shake in the
Mabhanirvana Tantra. In this case the Holy Guardian
Angel of course iz Shiva and vou his Shake. This in no
way limits the sexval image or the spiritual “gender” of

“your Angel. It is entirely a matter of attitnde. If you

find it difficult to assume this attitude of complete
surrender when devotionally invoking your Holy
Guardian Angel you may wish to more deeply examine
vourself and discover the reasons underlying this block.

WHAT SEX IS MY ANGEL?

It is often asked, what sex is the Holy Guardian Angel?
The answer lics with each individual. The theoretical
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concept is that the Angel rranscends gender but the fact
remains each of us yearn for sexual union with other
individuals who exhibit certain qualities that attract us.
The Holy Guardian Angel will not necessanily have the
same qualities yeu look for in a physical lover. In fact
they may be quite different. One thing is for cerrain
your Secret Lover is the most beautifully attractive
Being you will ever encounter and you will fall instant-
ly and eternally in love. The Angel will caft to you and
you will realize that you have heard thar call forever
but for some reason had ignored it. The pain of being
separated even for instant (s almost fatal. And shen
your Angel chaims you and begins to control you in the
dance of union all sense of maleffemale, top/hottom,
Heaven/Earth infout, front or back will vanish.

For o mine eyes the Sun

As we mentioned earlier, the experience of the
Knowledge amd Conversation of the Holy (Guardian
Angel occurs in the Sixth Sephirah of Tree of Life,
Tiphareth which corresponds to the Sun in the cosmic
bady of God. Tt is no coincidence that saints have
universally referred to themselves as holding a wigif
through the darkness of the Night and the experience
of union as the dawning of a Sun.

If you refer to the diagram of the Tree of Life you
will see that Tiphareth is a direct reflection of the First
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Sephirah, Kether. 1t is from ‘liphareth that the magi-
cian can first see the image of the One.

This verse refers to the Golden Dawn initiation cere-
mony for the Grade of Adeptus Minor (5=6) which
corresponds to Tiphareth. {Counnting from the bhotrom
of the Tree of Life Tiphareth is the fifth Sephirah,
counting from the top it is the sixth.) In this rirual the
candidate is ceremonially crucified. Later he or she is
taken to the tomb of the mythical Christian Rosen-
kreutz where with the help of the candidate the ancient
Master 1s glonously resurrecred.

Among the secrets of this depree {which is symbolic
of the Knowledge and Conversation of the Holy
Guardian Angel) are the Signs of the Hidden Wisdom
of the Order. T.IN.R.I. These are identical with the signs
used in the Hexagram Ritual. As mentioned above, the
Hexagram is the symbol of the Holy Guardian Angel
and the ritwal of the Hexagram operates upon the
Macrocosi.

Traditienally the Latin letrers .N.R.L appear written
on a scroll and nailed above the head of the crucified
Christ. The exoteric explanation is thar these are the
imtials of the sentence; Jesus Nazaranus Rex Judaeo-
rum, (Jesus the Nazarene, King of the Jews).

The Qabalistic analysis of the letters LN.R.L reveals
the formula af Creation, Destruction and Resurrection
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that was represented by the pre-Christian Gnosrics by
the name of God, IAQ.

* = Virgo, Isis, Mighty Mother

d = Scorpio, Apophis, Destroyer,

7 = Sol, Osiris, Slain and Risen.

This verse af the poem also indicates that in any formal
ceremonial invecation of the Holy Guardian Angel thart
it 1s appropriate to incorporate the formuola of the
Hexagram, An example of such a ceremony can be

found in Chapter Eleven and the Hexagram Ritual will
be found in Appendix Six.

...Take 2 substance {This may be of a composite
character.) symbolic of the whole conrse of nature,
make it God and consume it — Aleister Crowley
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Almost everyone is familiar with some form of
Eucharistic ceremony. In the Ancient Michraic myster-
ies the candidate, after bathing in the blood of the
sacrificial bull, ceremonially drank its blood and ate of
its flesh. By doing so the Deity became part of the flesh
and blood of the candidate wha had become a new,
semi-divine individual by having partaken of the God.

The wine and bread of the Chnistian tradition are
anemic shadows of such primitive Bucharists but
nonetheless the idea has the potential of grear power.

In truth the physical clements of the Eucharist (the
bload and flesh of the bull or the bread and wine of the
Mass) are merely symbalic objects, ralismans. More-
over, any magical power or spiritual virtue they may
contain is derived exclusively from the individual or
individuals responsible for “charging” cthem.

It follows that the most efficacious flesh and dlood
tor the elements of the Eucharist would actually be part
of [or come fromj one’s own self.

With this passionate last verse the devotee awaits the
Angel in an attitude of absolute surrender.

No
longer a Princess, the new Queen gathers this dew and
brings it ta her Lover who is now King. Together they

The alchem-
ical process here will be immediately recognized by
those students of the Vault of the Adepti}.

INITIATEON & THE SECRET LOVER

Three days prior to this operation the couple or indi-
vidual must have performed the Ultimate Divination.
No intercourse or sexual play should be engaged in
berween completing the Ultimate Divination and the
Operation of the Secret Lover.

A fuli day should be set aside for this operation. The
Sanctuary of the Royal Gnosis should be prepared the
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first thing in the Morning. It 15 advisable to have every-
thing as new and clean as possible prier to performing
this ceremony.

A day should be chosen which best represents the
qualities and aspiratons of the ndividoal or couple.
This can be done by simply looking at an epheinens or
by meditation.

For this opcration the couple or individual shall have
performed the Banishing Ritual of the Pentagram and
the Middle Pillar {see Appendices) in the Sanctuary,
Remember, do not concern yourselves with the results
of this operation. Now is not the time.

The experience of direct divine knowledge and cen-
versarion of the Sceret Lover can happen at any time
during or after the performance of these operations.

This work mav be performed individually or by a
couple.

Let this form
af discussion give noe impression other than the authors
are most familiar with this form of operation.

While the direct knowledge and conversation can
and will be chrained by a single individual there are
very specific advantages which can only be obtained hy
a couple. The reason for this is simple. Each partner
has a Secret Lover, Thus, the four letters of Tetragram-
maton are duly represented; we have the Father, Moth-
er, Son and Daughter. The act of two has crearéd the
entire dynamic principle of the universe. Historically
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this aspect of the operation has been one of the best
. guarded secrets of the Adepts,

Each person should then repeat out loud:

In the presence of the Lords of the Universe | affix
my signature as a sign that it is my True Will eo

undertake this most holy operation of the Secret
Lover.

The couple should embrace and then give the sign of
Shu. (See Appendix Four.)
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Both should now say this:

Bless us, O Holy Lords, with the holy sacrament of
direct and divine knowledpe and conversation of our
Secret Lover and may we dedicate this work and all
that shall come of it to thy Holy Presence.

FIRST OPERATION

Now, the male shall be stimulated by the female a
mimimum of eleven times until his organ becames his
wand of inspiration. The male shall stimulate the
female until her vgil opens and the lustral waters of
heaven pour forth.

When this is accomplished the female shall mount
the male {if rhis be the most comfortable position}. The
goal of this first meeting is to exchange glances, touch
the hearts, and share the first distillate of Holy
Euchanst. Thus, this 15 a brief operation. The male and
female shall not attempt to contral themselves. They
shall simply move as dramatically and dynamically as
possible, with each movement, breathing deeply and
loudly. With each breath the mind should imagine the
power of the Unjverse cntering the anus and exiting
thraugh the anus. They should partake in the Eucharist
of their creation, then bathe and rest,

SECOND OPERATION

An hour should pass between the first operation and
the second operarion.

The Tarot symbel from the peswion of Malkuth
obtained in the Ultimare Divination should be brought
into the Sanctuary of the Royal Gnosis.

This image, regardle:-.s of its nature, shall be focused
upcon until the cyes bepin to tire. The symbol should
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then be placed in a secret and dark place. It shall act as
a talisman which shall partake in the Holy Eucharist of
this operation.

Later when the talisman has been consecrated with
the Eucharist of the Roval Love it shall be placed in a
darker and deeper place were it shall gestare and
transmute for a period of one vear, until the anniver-
sary of this divine operation.

The date of this operation shall become as a Holy
Day for the operants. Every year this day shall be cele-
brated as if it were a Birth,

Once the meditation 15 complete and the Tarot
symbol first hidden, the couple shall regain the forces
of Love through mutual stimulation. It does not matrer
how this is accomplished.

When the pates of the vell have been penetrared
again by the wand of inspiration and the waters of
heaven have lustrated this holy union, let the couple
begin deep breathing, imagining thar the forces of the
Universe are entering the anus and exiting through the
genitals,

Now this is very important. It is not simply air
which one is imagining, it is the Light of the Stars of
Creation itself, which enters the Anus and exits che
genitals.

Thus, with each genital stroke the Holy Light of the
Universe is entering the bodies and souls of the cele-
brants and the most profound magical exchange takes
place.

This operation must be done very slowly. This is
sometimes referred to as slow beat. At least 15 minutes
should be spent in this act, so a camfortable positicn
should be chosen.
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MNow, the couple shall begin to focus on the image of
the Taret symbol. This should be done in the place of
Ajna (the chied eye). With cach breath imagine che light
of the Universe cntering the enjoined genitals penecrat-
mg the image at Ajna, soaking it with divine hight. This
should be continued for at least 10 minutes.

The couple then should drop all meditations and
begin to wildly make love reaching orgasm as quickly
as possible. Exhausted and before sleep ensues, the
sccond distillate of the Eucharist should be shared with
a drop of it placed upon the Tarot card in operation.
The Tarot Card shduld now be hidden for the second
and last rime. The couple should then sleep or rest far
at least two hours. Small amounts of foeod and aleohol
may now be conswned. These shonld have heen pre-
pared ahcad of time and if possible should have been
kept 1n the Sanctuary.

THE THIRD} & SUPREME OPERATION

The Tarot symbeol found in the place of Tiphareth
during the Ultimate Divination shall be brought into
the Sanctuary of the Roval Gnosis. It should be
wrapped in a White cloth symbolizing the Holiness of
the operation. The couple shall meditate upen unril
their eyes tire.

In this third and final opcration the maost divine
astral nerve centers shall be stimulated. The location of
work here is the Anahata (Heart) Chalkra, also, known
as Tiphareth in the radinen of Western Magic.

Here is the center of Divine Harmony and the Home
of the Secrer Lover. Tt can be symboelized by Osiris,
Helios, Eros or Mithra and is the goal of all true
Magical opcrations. Its location on the Tree of Life 1s
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between Kether and Yesod, rhus ail psycho-spiricual
centers of the Middle Fillar must be stunulated.

The location of Tiphareth is the point of Union were
the torces of the microcosm and macrocosm unite, It is
symbohzed by the Hexagram and by a poing in the cen-
ter of the Hexagram,

Unlike some tmagical or mystical operations which
rake place only in the lmagination, this final operation
takes place in the Imaginarion, the body and the soul of
the aspirant. This union of linagination and Body is
completely in adherence with the goal of all True
Western Magical Cperations as demonstrated by the
most ancient and powerful initiations and alchemijes.
The couple should jointly perform the Banishing
Rituals nf the Pentagram and the Hexagram {refer to
rhe Appendices).

The tollowing prayer should be said jointly. As the
couple repeats the prayer let them “enflame” them-
selves with the power of Love.

Onee the “Soul” has passed through the ordeal {refers
to death, judgment, etc.} it is “...then introduced into
the Presence of Qsiris by Horus. Osiris sits in his
Shrine upon a throne, with the Crook and Scourge,
symbols of Mercy and Severity in his hands; behind
him are lsis and Nephthys, the Geddesses of Nature
and Perfection; and before him are the four Genii of
the Dead upon the Lotus Flower, the emblem of the
Metempsychosis. Thus the whole of the Symbols upou
the pillars represent the advance and purification of the
Soul, and its uniting with QOsiris the Redeemer; in that
Golden Dawn of an Infinite Light wherein the soul is
rransfigured; knows all and can do all; for it hath
become joined unto Eternal Gods.”

The wand of power and the veil {Gate) of the
Sanctuary should be brought into operation, It 1s of the
utmost importance that the couple be fortified for this
operation as it must exhaust them. They are coupling
their will and desire for direct and divine knowledge
and communication with the Holy Guardian Angel,
“apainst™ the desirc of the body ro give in—ler go—
and “die” at its will. Thus, they are creating an inrense
spiritual heat. -

Thus, this act the charging the Eucharist 15 created
by the eternal process of bircth, death and resurrcction
and i1s fully symbchized and enacted by complete
Surrender.

The couple should choose a position which allows
the altar {the bed) to support them.

When they have joincd they should begin breathing
taking first in the Light through the anus and allowing
it to flow threough and out of the Anahata. This should
be done for 10 minutes. Remember with each slow
chythinic breach the wand and the veil should be slowly
scumulated by movement.

Next they should allow the Light of the Universe to
flow through Sahasrara, the lotus of the thousand
petais, the Chakra positioned directly above the head,
the home of Amoun and Peah.

Next, the Light of the Universe should emerge from
the genitals, the home of Shu, and flow through
Anahata.

Some have said chat
within it lay the quintessence of all that Man yvearns for
n this life.

While the Mass is a magickal operation, its goal is
purely “mysrical” (if we mean by that term union with
the Divine). More, the Royal Mass is both transper-
sonal as well as personal. Thus, the Mass meets the
requirements of Magick, Mysticism and strangely
enough, psychosexuality, The last point stems from the
openness and cmotional depth of the Koyal Mass
which requires of the couple a love and a freedom
unknown in normal sexualty, which is overburdened
by guilt, obsesston and shrouded wich obligations.

{1} The magickal tone of the operation 1s in the van-
ous rituals and che making of talismans. Unlike most
talismans which have a quality of deadness about
them, those made from the Royal Mass are charged
with the power and joy of the Universe; thus they are
alive with the force of growth and infinite possibility.

{2) The mystical tone of the Royal Mass is m the
invocation of the IToly Guardian Angel who becomes
the Lover of the participant. Thus the requirement of
surrender, which most mystics clamor about but rarely
have an idea how to reach, is legitimately met.

Even at this point the Royal Mass meets the Shpreme
goal dreamed of by aspirants from the beginning of
time. Individuality is absorbed into the infinite and
maintained separately, fulfilling the obvious require-
ment that the Universe has set the stage for both
Individuality and Union. The Universe demands both
Ego and Non-Ego and any atiempt to pass one as the
other will mean complete defeat in this operation.

The fact that the operaters start and direct the pro-
cess and then surrender to their own creation only to
tind something more shows the utmost respect for

curse of the average religionist.

All necessary divisions come to an end
in the frenzied excitemenr of the moment, The YH
{Yod, Heh), the Father and Mother become VH (Vau,
Hehif)}, the Prince and the Princess who then become
the Father and Mother again, The couple transform
into the uloimate magical weapon—the Cup and the
Wand united—the Cucurhite—the crystal jeweled
vessel—and the Athanor (the divine turnace). The
substance created from this alchemical marriage, the
Celestial Dew, becomes the Fucharist of the Commu-
nion. And within this entire process a new lover
emerges— L he Secret Lover {the Holy Guardian Angel.)

For the first time we see true love, equal and diverse,
a cooperation for the benefit of all without an external
moral commandment to assurc and monitor its success,
No one loses. (No doubt something must be wrong
here—doesn’t someone always have wo lose?)

SEXUAL MAGIC: A CHAOS PERSPECTIVE
By Phil Hine

To begin with, a few definitions?
— "“The Sex Magician affermpts to tntegrate passion
twith consciousmess”
— “Sex Magick is Love under the divection of Will."

Both of these definitions have been taken from the
work of Dr. Christopher 8. Hyatt, who combines magi-
cal practice with psychotherapeutic and badywaork
technigques.

— “the havnessing of one's own sexual experience
with infentionality, to bring abont willed change.”

This third definition is an early attempt of mine to
encapsulate the essential fearures of sexual magic. All
three definitions though, place an emphasis on the
Will. Trr. Hyatt stresses the importance of T.ove and
Passion, whereas I have cast the net much wider ro all
aspects of one’s sexual experience. S0, to summarize
from this point, sexval magic is about cxplaring and
utilizing one’s awareness and experience of sexnality in
arder to bring about change, in accordance with will. It
does help, if you are able to be passionate, in all senses
of the word, about this process, and without Love, it is
difficuls to change.

This implies a great deal more than the waving
about of rods, wands, cups and roses that some occult
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writers drop hints about, The decision to be ceh!::ateh

§ex is powerful and dangerous. One of thffkmnst
intimate aspects of human expericnce, yet, ¢fan
unskilled equestrian on a rather skitrish horse, we often
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feel that car sexuality can suddenly slip from our
control and catry us, gasping, into the chaos of the
unfamiliar. Sexuality can be, at 1imes, as slippery as an
eel—just when we think we've grabbed it and under-
stood it, it twists and surprises us. Sexuvality is chaoric,
therefore, in a way thar few people wanr to admir.
Western culture, after all, s ohsessed with order—
hinear experience and everything neatly labeled. But it
is pature, Including our own inner natures of course,
which is messy and blobby at the edges. Our sexuality
can, seemingly at a moment’s notice, come bubbling
out of the limitations into which we try and coorain
it—the social institutions, gender-preferences, and
psvchological theories. Let’s face it, Sexuality 15 roetrd,
Magic 15 weird. So when you start 1n on Sexual Magic,

.yow're in for a double helping.

Sex and magic are interrwined experiences—sex is
one kind of magic {and can be made more magical
without being concerned with sex-magic at any point},
and magic can be, while erotic and arousing, not
necessarily sexual in the way that is often understood.
There is a commonly-held belief that those whe
practice sex-mayic are indulging themselves in wild
orgiastic rites at everv opportunity, This is rarely the
case. Afrer all, if you need to go through lots of oceule
tigmarole just to get laid, then you're a bit sad, aren’t
you? Then again, the occult subcultare is full of SAD
people, desperate to finally ger laid and atrempring to
turen to sex-magic as a last resort,

In chis latter half of cthe twentieth century, there is a
growing interest in sexual magic. This has both positive
and negative consequences. Yes, a renewed interest in
sexual magic means that there is a new generation of
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books and wricers, moving beyond the old clichés and
exploring taboos, but it also means that sex-magic
becomes something of a irend, and trends tend to
become, at some point, trivialized. Esoteric disciplines
get boiled down into a weekend workshop. l?lverythm;g
gets the label “Shamanic™—transvestites are shamans’,
leather queens are ‘shamans’, anyone with more than
one body piercing is “shamanic”—untl the term
“shaman” is stripped of meaning, and worse, people
begin to think that all they have 1o do 1o earn the
respect and status of a shaman 1s have a couple of
piercings and wear a dress. Pat Califia witnly illus-
trared where this situation could lead to in Skin Two
magazine:

“Where's the altar? You never gave me any tume to
meditate before you tied me up. Can we do sume
tantric breathing and chanting together beforc we
play? It’s the Vernal Equinox you knn\ti. Thase
candles should be yellow and blue... If you're going
to mumumnify me, you shoold pur crystals over my
chakras. And if you're going to hit me, 1 really want
to dedicate my pain to Kali because she’s my wielary
deity for this moon cycle. Are those plastic clips? L
never let plastic touch my body. Wood absotbs aural
vibrations so much better. Wait, let me look attthat
tartoo on your arm. Oh. It isn’t very, well, tribal-
locking, is it#”

It should never be forgotten that sexual magic is a
discipline, and that anything that comes from exploring

sexnal magic techniques arses as a consequence of

vour discipline, It should be obvious that to get any-
where with sexual magic, you must become practiced
with all the ather aspects of magical work.
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WHY DO SEXTUAL MAGIC:

There is a common assumption in somc Juarters that
all magicians indulge in unspeakable practices behind
closed doors. Bur just because a belief is popular does
not make it true, does it? When peaple start to voice an
interest in sexual magic, I tend to ask them “whw?™ It's
generally agsumed that everyone is interested in sexual
magic in the same way that it’s generally assumed that
evervone 1s extremely interested and curnious about sex.
While it follows that all sex-magicians must be magi-
clans, 1t does not mean that all magicians have to be
SCX-MIEAZLICIATLS.

GENERAL POINTS TO CONSHIMER

.. a) You are *doing’ sexual magic when you begin to
understand and explore your own sexual feelings and
behaviors from a magical perspective.

b) You are 'deing’ sexual magic when you begin to
untangle your attitudes, habits and projections about
having sexual experiences with other people.

¢} Sexual magic is just as concerned with learning
how to ‘let go’ as it 1s with “control’.

d} If you cannot practice sexual magic on your own,
then you probably will be no good with a partner.

e} You are responsible for your own emotions.

f} Like any other tvpe of magic, sexual magic can be
at Lnes inappropriate, boring, or noi the best method
of going about things.

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IS SEXUJAL MAGIC THE SAME AS TANTRA?

I deal with this question here as the two subjects are
often confused. Tantra and Sexual Magic are not the
same, Tantra itself is a vast subject, of which sex-magic
practices constitute only a small pare, Tantra can be
translated as meaning ‘tradition’, ‘to spread’, and ‘to
weave', and it encompasses astrology, yoga, sorcery,
alchemy, devotional worship, medicine, and the search
for enlightenment. It is not a religion, though 1t does
have religious elements, not is it & way of thoughe; it is
a way of action. Most importantly, to truly understand
Tantra, you really need 1o seek initiation via a gura or
VOUr own practice,

Sexual Magic however, can be practiced without
being rooted in one particular psycho-mythological
belief system, requiring no more than a purposeful
intent, skill in the techniques of magic, and a relaxed
attitude to any possible experience or effect. The Chaos
Magic approach has dune much to disentangle practi-
cal magical techniques and procedures from the layers
of ossified dogma that has built up around them. Most
theories of “occult sexuality’ are o more than beliefs
written as ‘cosmic laws', the problems of which are
discussed below.

BEWARE OF THEORIES WHICH
SFIRITUALLY JUSTIFY PREjUDICES

Western approaches to magic retain the influence of
the anti-sexual frothings of Theosophists, Christian
Qabalah, and other such movements whe proclaim
themseives to be Right-Hand Path. Basically, the RHP
syndrome seems to support the memes of servitude,
karma, the division of mind, bedy, and spirit, and a
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rejection of sexuality, at some level. Witness the num-
ber of spiritual pronouncements which still circulate
over the issues of doing sex-magick with somecne who
is not an established parctner, or better yet, someone of
the same sex. Like any other arena of human explo-
ration, occultism generates theories for explaining/
understanding the myriad facets of human behavior.
For some, these theories are no meore than signpasts,
concepts to be discarded: as the individual’s knowledge
and insight develops. For others, the various theories
become dogmas—fixed beliefs which become firmly
ertrenched in the individual's psyche as manifescations
of prejudice: attitudes perpetuated by ignotance.
Occult concepts of sexuality are no different to those
from any other angle of society—they can be used to
confirm prejudice, and elevate it to a ‘spiritual’ or
‘traditional’ plane of received wisdom. This becomes
clear when one sees occultists attempting te “explain’
homosexuality. There is much invocation of chakra
imbalances, reverse kundalini, ferminine souls in male
bodies, and so forth. The level of sophisticatzon can
range from the simplistic “it’s not natural” to extreme-
ly m-depth discussions about chakras, kundalini, and
damaged auras. Homosexuality and magick have, since
the beginning of the great occult revival of the last
century, been uneasy bedfellows, and there have been
few attempts to develop a gay approach to sex-magic
with any thoroughness, ac least, thar are available in
the public domain.

This is, in part, due to entrenched attitudes abour the
‘magical’ nature of homosexuality. A great deal of
occult theories currently in circulation were spawned in
the heyday of the Theosophical Society, for example
the identification of Left Hand Path of being all things
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bad} and the Right Hand Path that of the ‘good guys’;
stems From the Theosophist’s rejection of sexuality and
itg active role in 'Yantra. When a leading member of the
Theosophist movement was mmplicated in a sex-scandal
involving pubescent boys, the resulting furor not only
damaged the Theosophical movement as a whole, but
also gave rise to the rumors that there existed groups of
‘Black Magicians® who obtained occult power by
psychically vampirizing.young boys. Such rumors were
given a substantial boost by Dion Fortune, who alleged
throughout the 19205 and 1930s that there was a
conspiracy of male occultists who used ‘homosexual
technigues’ to build up what she called ‘dark astral
power'. She also blamed the decline of the Greek and
Roman cmpires on those cultures’ relaxed artitudce to
homosexuality. Although she never named any of these
‘hlack adepts’, it 1s clear that she was probably refer-
ring to C. W. Leadbeater, and perhaps, alse Aleister
Crowley.

Crowley's aritude to homosexuvality is ambivalenr,
to say the least. An active and enthusiastic bisexnal, he
had several male lovers, the most notable of which was
the poer Victor Neuburg, his partner in a series of
homosexual sex-magick operations known as The Paris
Working, where Nenburg and Crowley performed a
series of invocations using anal intercourse as the
means of achieving gnosis. The results of this series of
magical operations demonstrated to Crowley the
power of sexual magick as a2 means of obtaining
results, and be wrote magical papers on the value of
VIII® {Autasexual), 1X® (Heterosexual), and XI®
(Homosexual) magick which were incorporated into
his reworking of the Ordo Templis Orienris magical
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Order. Crowley also wrote a book of poems devored to
love berween men, or more accurately, a man and a
boy: Bagh-I-Muitar: The Scented Garden of Abdullab
the Satirist of Shiraz, published in 1910. While a
worthy addition to any collection of Crowley’s work,
the Bagh-I-Muitar is not a book of practical instruc-
rian. Fxponents of Crowley's work such as Kenneth
Grant and the late Israel Regardic have sought ro
‘excuse’ his nse of what Kenneth Grant calls ‘the
homosexual formula.’

Muost modern textbooks of sexual magic either
ignore male homosexuality, or take the position that
the gender of partners makes no diffcrence when it
comes 10 “ratsing energy.” They do, however, tend to
strcss the importance of sexnal magick taking place
between an established couple, and there are few f{if
any) references o the areas of gay sexual cultore that
‘straight’ society finds so hard to handle—group sex,
8 & M or anonymons sex. Clearly, any writer able to
overcome the general occult phobias over homosex-
nality (pacticularly male homosexuality—some occult
sexual manuals say that Lesbianism is okay—after all,
it's 4 tarn-on, 't it?} is valuable, compared to the
"blocked chakras’ brigade, but by saying that ‘the ener-
gies are essentially the same’ and then going on to
describe practices purely in heterosexual terms is
missing out that there might possibly be something
different about homosexual magic,

THE QUESTION OF POLARITY

I worked for a few years with an Alexandrian Coven,
where polarity was an important issue, Your know, all
the stuff aboul male-female, positive-negative, brighs-
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dark, low-high active-passive. The male-female bit was
especially strong, and every Priestess had ro have her
Priest, and vice-versa. Men reflcet the Horned One,
and Women reflect the Triune Goddess and any sug-
gestion that things could be otherwise, well it just
wasn't done. So I learned to work with the Goddesses;
being in 2 Wiccan coven meant having a ‘magical part-
ner’ to work with—a Priestess. Slowly the subversive
little thought crept in: “Why can’t men work with the
Goddesses directly, and women invoke the Horned {or
any other God) upon themselves?™ Ckay, so [ was
naive af the time, but we tried it—no problems. By that
time I'd read all the Jung 1 ever wanted to and was well
into his concept of male and female natures within.
The High Pricstesses said that men needed to get in
touch with their ‘feminine® narures, sn this was okay.
The concept of ‘polarity’, is in it’s most simplistic
form is the much-quored idea of Ged and Goddess
within the self. The problem of ‘polarity’ is when divin-
ity is confused with conditioning and what is supposed
to be ‘masculine’ and ‘feminine’ qualities. Thus wc are
told over and over that fire is mascufine and water 1s
feminines that the capacity to display emotions and be
intuitive are fessinine and that intellectaal avalysis is
masculine. Says whe? Femunist eritiques of condition-
ing make the point that we only know what masculin-
ity and femininity are because they have been defined
in specific ways. Working bevond these limitations is
surely a primary task in the developmental process. So
much of what passes for ‘occult laws’ is just a
‘spiritualized’ justification of social conditioning and
prejudice. For Gay men, for example, polanty needn’c
be as simplistic as onc partner assuming a feminine
role—you can acknowledge the feminine and stll stick
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your penis in another man. You can celebrate the
masculine elements of psyche and still receive another
man's cock into yourself, Gaddesses and Gods are not
subject 1o the same restrictions as humans—afer all,
what would be the point if they were? Imposing our
own Rarrow limits upon them is to miss the point of
the whole exercise of inveoking them. I invoke upon
mysell 1o go beyond my present limitations—to join
momentarily with somerhing greater, or ourside my
ego. Sometimes my lover becomes to me a God, or a
Goddess—regardless of their human gender or which
of us is ‘on the receiving cnd’ of the other's attentions.

SEX & SELF-DISCOVERY—EGO MAGIC

Although we tend to regard vur own sexual natures as
private and intimate, our sexuality is subject to a great
deal of interference and manipulation from external
agencies. We are subjected to a media-carried impera-
tive to be gnod at sex. Success is measured from the
numnber of orgasms we can wring from our partners, or
indeed, from the number of partners one has. Modern
culture commodifics all aspects of sexual cxperience
mto forms which maintain alienationy contrasts such as
Sentimental Romanticism and Pornography, More
powerful and nvasive than any mediceval succubi arc
the neuroses and obsessions which become entangled
with our experience of our own sexuality. Ego Magic,
in this context, 15 concerned with untangling one’s
internal conversations, attitudes and projections con-
cerning one’s own sexuality. Much of what we call our
sexuality is based on cultural conditioning although we
do not (without practice} experience it as such.
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This is a difficult undertaking ac the best of times,
and 15 a process that once well begun, never really
stops fully. The key o unlocking this process is the
understanding thar it is difficult to modify any core
aspect of ane’s persdha unless the urge to change is
stronger than the urge to remain starxc. This 1s particu-
larly important when it comes to getting to grips with
aspects of sexnality. Bear in mind that there is often a
sigmificant difference berween the expecrations we
place upon ourselves {and others) and what we can
actually do. In other words, there is a tendency 1o pay
too much attention to what’s in our heads rather than
what's actually going on. This is not necessarily a bad
thing, however. For example, while some people deny
or refuse to admut that they sometimes have fantasies
that their partner, during sex, is someone {or some-
thing) else, the same facility allows magicians to empty
their awareness of everything but an image or sigil
while being vigorously humped. Again, we must always
recall that much of cur sexualuy s contexrual and
relational,

Ego Magic in relation to sexuality is not, as some
magicians seem to think, merely a question of explor-
ing forms of sexual expression which are unusnal or
repugnant, It is, after all, particularly easy o ‘rational-
ize’ experiences away, 5o that they do not threaten the
mirrot-reflection of self hood that one has. “Ob no
dear, X and 1 didn’t really have sex, it was a only 2
ritual.” It 15 more a case of understanding and integrat-
ing internal conflicts—liberating ‘demons’ which we
have kept bortled, for fear of how their eruption might
overwhelm us. Slavery to etther compulsion or repres-
sion are signs of unbalance to the effective magician.
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It should alse be pointed out thar Ego magic is not
only not easy, but is often unpleasant, as ane begins to
confront the aspects of one's experience which one
would prefer not to. When experimenting with sexyal
boundaries, it is all too easy to quickly exchange one
label for another. One heterosexual experience, docs
not after all, make you *straight’ just as one same-sex
experience doesn’t mean that you are gay, either. We
are often too quick to label ourselves, particularly if
we've just done something the night before which
makes us question our ideqtity in a different way,
Partly this 1s due 1o a cultural tendency to polarise
everything as one thing or another, and it is difficult
somenimes, to relax and allow ourselves more fluidiry
of self-identification ar expression, without anxiety.

It may sound like a cliché, but love begins at home.
No amount of onc-night stands will compensate for
not feeling okay about yourself, Anvone who tells vou
that they are stil looking for the *right’ partner so that
they can practice sexual magic ‘properly’ still hasn’t
cottoned on to the basic fact that so-called sex-magic
‘power’ does not reside in other people, techniques, or
m occule “secret teachings.” All magical ‘power’ comes
from within, and cultivaring Self-Love is a first Step to
unleashing this power. Which is not to say that ir is
casy—it often isn’t, and many people spemd years
struggling to like themselves. Self-Love requires that
You accept yourself—wares and all, rather than trying
e live up to a self-image which is unrealistic and
unhalanced. Self-Love cnables you to relux so that yoo
are not continually Hopging yourself with internal erici-
cism, and, significantly, you do not feel an overwhelm-
mg need to have other people’s approval. Self-Love
changes the way we relatc to others, so that we no
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longer use othcr people as props to support our fan-
tasies, but begin to see them as independent agents. If
you do not love yoursclf, then you will find it difficult
ro love other people—you will continually use others to
prop up parts of your egq, Having made the point that
Self-Love is necessary, the next step 1§ to examine some
pointers towards beginning the process of learning to
live with yourself.

a) Hantesty — The most effective magicians are those
who ¢an give an honest appraisal of themsclves. This
means recognizing your strengths and weaknesses, your
successes and failures, doubts, fears and hopes, and
being able to look ar yourself without constantly
becoming depressed, or caught up in “what if...bu¢’
projections. At times you may have to force yourself to
admit that you have failnves, as well as successes.

b) Live in the Present — You can't keep beating
yourself up for all the mistakes you've cver made, yet
it’s really tempting to dwell on one’s past errors, as by
doing vou can keep lying to yourself that you're a
failure, everyonc hates you ctc, By the same token, you
should stop trying o ‘second-guess’ every lmmuinent
future situation, particularly if you can only sec one
aspect of it. Also, it's too easy to get trqppcd by your
past experiences so that you cannot possible envisage a
situation where things counld he differcnt than what
you're used to. _ N

¢) Trust Yourself — There is much mystical woffling
about the development of the intuition, but it is impor-
tant that you trust your own feelings about someone or
something, We often ‘go along” with other pengle tor
fear of upsetting them or *losing” them, but i doing so,
we devalue what we ourselves want, and subordinate it
to what we think are the desires of others. If you've

ever found yourself having sex with someone in order
1o ‘keep the peace’, then you should know what I mean
here.

d) Check Your Expectations — It may be something
of a cliché, but try asking vourself if you are doing
what's right for yourself. We ofren do things because
we have internalized someone else’s expecrations of
what we ‘should’ er ‘cught’ to be doing. No matter
what the source of the internalization—be it parents,
peer group, friends ete., it still tends to boil down to
the position that you're attempung to live by someone
else’s expectations, rather than your own. The inner
conflict which this can produce can lead to much per-
sonal distress, through sustained guilt loops, unrealistic
expectations which you'll #ever be able to mateh up to,
and internalized ‘voices’ that seem to belong 1o some-
one else. Living for yourself (s not easy, mind. It's
much easier, or so it seems, to live your life according
to other people’s expectarions and demands, than to
find cut what you actually desice.

EXO MAGIC

Exa Magic is ‘Epo’ Magic dirccted 1o understanding
others—in terms of interpersonal transactions. This 15
particularly important, vet often ignoved. It has been
often said that the Western approach o magic is very
‘head’-oriented, showing an obsession with symbols,
numbers, abstract ideas and “inner planes’ which have
little contact with the everyday world. Consequently
you may occasionally meet self-professed magi who
have plumbed the million spheres, spoken with
archangels, received mystic wisdom from higher
masters vet, are seemingly so exalted that they come
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across to us lowly beings as a complete klatz, unable to
hold an everyday conversation. Small wonder that such
zad types turn up at occult gatherings, where they hope
that someone else will be so lmpressed by their
‘gpiritual power’ that they will agree ro take up the
GEEI'E'E] post of Scarlet Woman or Shakti.

» SEX-DEMONS

One cxample of Exo Magic is working with Sexual
Demons. By this I do not mean succubi or incubi, but
the ‘bundles’ of behaviors, atorudes, cmotions etc.
which emerge during interpersonal transactions. 1 have
labeled these as ‘demons’ as we often tend to cxperi-
ence them as beyond our control. Working with Sexual
Demens is ‘other-directed’ as these ‘demons’ are not
wholly intrapsychic structures, but depend on other
peoples’ behaviar, and our own reaction to that behav-
ior too. For example, if you become jealous due to the
way that you perceivc your partner behaving, then the
ways in which your partner responds to your emotion
will give further shape to the demon—it’s not so much
the case that being jealous is simply vne person’s
problem—all partics concerned contribute to the shape
of the sexual demen.

These structures become problemaric when we
become subject to them continuously, carrying them
from omne situation and relationship to the next, so that
we are continually re-enacting the same cycle of hehav-
ior, with different parmers. Eventually, it seerns that
the ‘demon’ becemes the organ-grinder and we are just
the monkey dancing to its tune, unable to do anything
about it or realize how we are perperuating the cycle,
Unlike traditional demons who can be looked up in
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grimoires, sex-demons often do not have a shape, sigil,
name or characier, vet they can come to exert tremen-
dous power over us, They can be however, identified,
bound and integrated, so that they work with ws rather
than against us.

It should be understood thatr integrating does not
mean suxppressing, For example, many people have
problems acknowledging their own capacity for anger.
Consequently, they tend to tufn anger inwards, upon
themselves, so that they suffer from fruscration contin-
vally, allowng themselves only occasional “fits’ of
anger which leave them surprised, guilty, and even less
able 1o acknowledge this emortion. 1 once had a lover
who was continvally even-tempered and always had a
kind word for everyone and cverything, keeping him-
self under control—until he realized that he ground his
teeth with suppressed rage in his sleep.

I find the magical injunction of “lust without result”
is appropriate to this kind of emotional enginesring, In
this context, it is a reminder that our ecmotions are fluid
and changeable, while we cling to the idea that we are
a stable, hardly-changing personality. We often fear 1o
let our emations flow forth, as we fear the conse-
quences—how others will see us, and by this rime, we
are already internalizing an idea of how we think
others do sec us. So much of these anxieties become
wrapped up with the expression of sexual desire. A
good example of this is charting someone up. It's all
00 easy to get tongue-tied and nervous, especially if
you're desperate or over-eager. But if you are relaxed
wi this kind of situation, vou can afford to be playiul. A
persan who is playing is free from attachment to the
outcome of a situation (i.e., ‘lust without result’) and
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may thus take more risks than a person who walks in
terror of losing his cool and looking stupid.

How, then, can we get to grips with these ‘personal’
demons?

1. Identify a ‘demonized’ babit or pattern: This requires
some degree of insight inte your own behavior. Ob-
serve yourself in,social sitwations and find out how
people are reactimg to what yau say and de. If, for
example, you wonder why people continually give you
the cold-shoulder despite your best cfforts to impress,
then you may well be following a pattern which has
become so embedded in your psyche thar you're not
aware of it. Is it everyone else’s faulr that they can’t see
how splendid you are? This involves really fistening to
people, not just using them as sounding boards.

This, in itself, is difficult. Personal demons need o
remain ‘invisible’ to survive, and, as they are usually
related to core parts of your self-image, they will
usually resist being identified, allowing you to justify
your behavior {and self- -image) so that you never have
te really do somerhing about it. Saying to people, “Oh,
my Jealousy-demon shpped out just then” only rein-
forces vour subservience o it

2. Unpick the threads of the pattern: These ‘demons’
cannot be banished or integrated instantly—it takes
time, Yes, you can try and enter into a dialogne with
them, but doing the srandard ‘calling-up-into-a-
triangle-and-threatening-with-a-sword’ bit is insutfi-
cient here, because these ‘enticies’ largely belong to the
social world of interpersonal cransactions. The best
time to struggle with your ‘Jealousy demon’ is when
you're on your own, and you suspect that your lover is
off screwing someone else. When yon are sitting alone,
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gut chuining, imagining whart they're doing, what yon
will do when they come back, what they will say, how
you will reace, it’s easier to understand how the differ-
ent components of the demon *fit” together;

Component: Physical stress & negative self-statements:
Intervention: Stop Thinking. Relaxacion, Meditadon,
Pranayama etc. will stop the BodyMind feedback loop.

Component: Recycling the past, anticipating the fucure:
Intervention: Relax “into’ your feeling while breathing
deeply and stilling the internal dialogue. Ler your
bodily sensations fill your awareness until thoughts are
stilled and you are only aware of an undefined
sensation,

Companent: Anticipated future situations whick sevve
to reinforce your existing feelings: Intervention: Take
these fantasies to their logical (or illogical) conclusion.
A lot of demonized patterns retain their power because
they alwuys lead 10 a situation which is tno tervible to
contemplate. Consequently, we never do confront
{even i1 fantasy) that situation, and it remains an indis-
tinct spectre. [ recall once, in a bout of depression,
thinking that 1 had screwed things vp so badly there
was nothing for it bue to go away and start a new Iife
somewhere clse. S0 | began to get infe this fantasy,
which at first helped reinforce my sclf-pity, but eventu-

ally began to get so engrossing as I worked on the
problem of becoming someone else, that I had exhanst-
ed my original self-doubr and was able to laugh ar
myself.

All magic is concerned with self-change and devel-
opment. Sex-magic is particularly so concerned, as it
requires that we understand our sexual natures, before
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we can effectively perform acts of “Love under Will.”
It may well take us the whole of our adulr lives ro fully
comprehend and integrare our sexual feelings, as you
cannot really expect to break all vour sexual identifi-
cations and habits in one ricnalized sexual act. Bur a
sex-magic approach, above all, allows us to feel our
sexuality to be sacred—in the sense that we should
value, and take care of our sexuality—to treasure it’s
expressions and manifescations in all their forms.

With your arm still extended, turn to the West:

Trace the Banishing pentagram and vibrate the name
EHIEH {eh—bhavh—yay).

With your arm still extended, turn to the Norih:

Trace the Banishing pentagram and vibrate the name
AGLA {abh—pub—lah).

With your arm still extended return to the East,
completing the circle. Now Imagine yourself sur-
rounded it a Flaming Circle of four Pentagrams.

Stand straight wicth your arms our forming the shape
of a Crass: Sav:

Behind me Gabriel. (gah—bree—ale)

At my right shoulder, Michael. (mee—kbigh—als)
At my left shoulder, Auriel. {oh—ree—ale)

Then say:

Finish by repeating the Qabalistic Cross:

Touch your Heart and say Le-Olawm

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APPENDIX TWO

THE MIDDLE PILLAR

Begin by imagining a scintillating white light a bit
smaller than a basketball forming above the head and
piercing the top of the skull. This 15 called the Kether
point. Now vibrate the Divine Name FHIEH {eh—
bay—yay) as the sphere of Light grows brighter and
more cncrgetic. Do this for five minuates.

As the force of this whirling hall of power becomes
exceedingly real for you, allow the energy to descend
slowly through the head. Allow it to rest in the throat,
or Da’ath point. Imagine that the light has become a
lavender color. Vibrate the Divine Name ¥ H V H
ELOHIM |[yeb—bo—vab ay—lo—heem) until the
energy becomes very real for you.

Bring the energy down through the chest until it reses
at thc Heart, or Tiphareth point. Vibrate the Divine
Name Y H VH ELOAH VA DAATH {yeb—ho—uvak
el—ob—ab vabh da—ahth), The color of the light
should be golden yellow, growing brighter and clearer
as you vibrate the Name.

Maove the power through the diaphragm and abdom-
inal region to the pelvis, the Yesod point, and vibrate
the Divine Name SHADDAI EL CHAI ishaa—dye ¢f
F1) visualizing a sphere of deepr purple light.

Finally, allow the energy to descend through the legs
until it formulates at Malkuth, the feet. Vibrate the
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Divine Name ADONAI HA-ARETZ (Ab—do—noy
ba—uah—rety} visualizing a black sphere,

Now, draw the energy up from Malkuth back to
Kether, changing cﬂlmg from Rlack, to Purple to
Golden Yellow, to Lavender and finally back to White.
When the light reaches Kether, meditate on the Whate
brilliance of this region for a few moments.

Now begin the circulation of the White Light.

Allow it to descend downward and outward via the
feft side of the body during every exbalation. When it
reaches the left footr, transfer the energy over o the
right feot and allow it to ascend the right side of the
body on the inbalation. Continue chis circularion at
least ren times.

Now circulate the light down the front of the body
on the exbalation and up the back of the body on the
imbalation. Continue this at least ten times as well.

Finally, allow the White lighr to descend through the
body from Kether ro Malkuth on the exbalation and
then draw the energy back up again vo Kether on the
inbalation. When the Light reaches the Crown at the
end of the inhalatian, allow it to discharge like warer
from a fountain. The fire and sparks of this scintillating
fountain go up and out through the Crown and then
descend down, encompassing the body on the
exhalation.

Sometimes
called the third eve. The color is white. Beyond the
notion of dimensions. The pure Mind. Divine Union of
personal self with the Collective Self. Power to leave
the body at will. The ability of the True Seer. This
might be considered Chokmah and Binah, the first
mating of Wisdom and Understanding.

Viskuddha Chakra—#5 1.ocation, the throat region.
Relates to Scund and Erher. Color is smoky purple.
Power; freedom from possession by worldly activices,
complete knowledge is obtatned, of the past, present
and future, Mandala is a circle. Animal is elephant.
The organ is the mouth. Might be thought of as the
“false™ Sephirah Daath.

Anghata Chakra—#4 Location, the heart region.
Relates to Air. The sense of touch and feelings. Color
of the petals is blood red. Power of hearing Om with
the inner ear. Power to protect and destroy the three
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worlds. Mandala is hexagram. Animal is the antelope.
(rgan is the penis. Tiphareth.

Munipura Chakra—#3 Location, the diaphragm-navel
region. Relates to Fire. The Scnse 1s sight and
“emotiens,” The color of heavy rain clouds, dark blue.
Power to create and destroy worlds and the wealth of
personal knowledge. Mandala is a triangle. Animal i
the ram. Organ is the anus. Can be associated wich the
Portal Grade, the passage between the Outer Grder to
the Inner Crder,

Svadhisthana Chakra—#2 Located slightly above the
genital region, The Scnse is Taste, Color an the petals
is vermilion. Relates to Water. Power of well reasoncd
discourse, or verse, imagination. Freedom from ene-
mics. Mandala is the crescent. Animal is the alligaror.
Organ 1s the hand. Yesod.

- Muladbara Chakra—#1 Location, the anal area.
Relates ra the earth. The sense is smell. Color is crim-
son. Power of Speech and eternal knowledge. Mandala
is the square. The animal is the elephant. The organ is
the feet. Malkuth.
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THE BANISHING RITUAL OF THE HEXAGRAM

This ritval operates upon the Macrocosm in the same
manner in which the Pentagram ritual operates upon
the Microcosm.

1. Stand upright, feet together, left arm at side, right
arm across body, helding the wand or other weapon
upright in the median line. Then face East, and say:

2. "LN.R.L
Yod. Nun. Resh. Yod.
Virgo, Isis, Mighty Mother.
Scorpio, Apophis, Destroyer.
Sol, Osiris, Slain and Risen.

head owver the left shoulder locking down so that the
eyes follow the left forearm, and say:
“The sign of the Mourning of Isis” (Sce llustration,)
5. Raise the arms at an angle of sixty degrees to each
other above the head, which 1s thrown back, and say:
“The sign of Apophis 8 Typhon.” {See illustration. )
6. Cross the arms on the breast, and bow the head,
and say: The sign of Osiris Risen.” {See illustration.)
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7. Extend the arms again as in (3) and cross them
again as i (&), saying:

“I.V.X., Luxz, the Light of the
Cross.” ‘4

8. With the magical weapon trace
the Hexagram of Fire in the East,
saving: “ARARITA." 3

(This is a word created by the initials of a Hebrew
sentence which means “Chne 1s His Beginning: One 1s
His Individuality: His Permuration is One.”} This hex-
agram consists of two equilateral tnangles, both apices
pointing upwards. Begin at the top of the upper trian-
gle and trace it in an anti-clockwise direction. The top
of the lower triangle should coincide with the central
point of the upper triangle,

9. Turn to the South. Trace
the Hexagram of Earth saying: { ‘é
“ARARITAY

This Hexagram has the apex
of the lower triangle pointing
downwards; it should be capa-
ble of inscription in a circle.

10, Turn to the West, Trace
the Hexagram of Air saying: y'
“"ARARITA."

This hexagram is like that
of Earth: but the bases of the 2
triangles coincide, forming a
diamond.

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11. Turn to the North. Trace
the Hexagram of Warter saying: 2
“ARARITA” ﬂ
This hexagram has the lower
triangle placed above the upper,
50 that their apices coincide, !
